There being no objection, the rules were suspended, on motion of Mr. O’Connor,
and the bill was read a second time and ordered to a third reading.

The House Bill to improve the Commonwealth’s competitiveness, affordability, and
equity (House, No. 3770),-- came from the House with the endorsement that the House
had NON-concurred in the Senate amendment striking out all after the enacting clause and
inserting in place thereof the text contained in Senate document numbered 2406, and had
asked for a committee of conference on the disagreeing votes of the two branches; and that
Representative Michlewitz of Boston, Cusack of Braintree and Soter of Bellingham have
been appointed the committee on the part of the House.

On motion of Mr. O’Connor, the Senate insisted on its amendment and
concurred in the appointment of a committee of conference; and Senators Rodrigues,
Moran and Tarr were appointed on the part of the Senate.

The bill was returned to the House endorsed accordingly.
