A Bill correcting the membership date of a certain police officer in the town of North
Reading relative to their membership in the Middlesex county retirement system (House,
No. 4437,-- House, No. 4164) [Local approval received on House, No. 4164],-- was read
and, under Senate Rule 26, placed in the Orders of the Day for the next session.

The bill was read. There being no objection, the rules were suspended, on motion
of Mr. Tarr, and the bill was read a second time and ordered to a third reading.

Matter Taken Out of the Orders of the Day.

There being no objection, the following matter was taken out of the Orders of the Day
and considered as follows:

The House Bill establishing the position of town manager in the town of Belchertown
(House, No. 3960) (its title having been changed by the committee on Bills in the Third
Reading),-- was read a third time and passed to be engrossed, in concurrence.

Report of a Committee.

By Mr. Rodrigues, for the committee on Ways and Means, that the Senate Bill
authorizing the continued employment of Jerry Shampang as an environmental police
officer in the executive office of energy and environmental affairs (Senate, No. 2464),--
ought to pass, with an amendment substituting a new draft with the same title (Senate, No.
2691).

There being no objection, the rules were suspended, on motion of Mr. Tarr, and
the bill was read a second time and was amended, as recommended by the committee
on Ways and Means.

The bill (Senate, No. 2691) was then ordered to a third reading, read a third time
and passed to be engrossed.

Sent to the House for concurrence.

Emergency Preamble Adopted.

An engrossed Bill designating a certain bridge in the town of Stoneham as the State
Trooper Tamar A. Bucci Memorial Bridge (see House, No. 4123, amended), having been
certified by the Senate Clerk to be rightly and truly prepared for final passage and
containing an emergency preamble,-- was laid before the Senate; and, a separate vote being
taken in accordance with the requirements of Article LXVII of the Amendments to the
Constitution, the preamble was adopted in concurrence, by a vote of 2 to 0.

The bill was signed by the President and sent to the House for enactment.
