Monday, April 3, 2023.

Met at twenty-one minutes past eleven o’clock A.M. (Mr. Rodrigues in the Chair).

The Chair (Mr. Rodrigues), members, guests and staff then recited the pledge of
allegiance to the flag.

Distinguished Guests.

There being no objection, the Chair (Mr. Rodrigues) introduced, in the rear of the
Chamber, the President of Cape Verde, Jose Maria Neves. President Neves was welcomed
with applause, addressed the Senate from the Rostrum, signed the guestbook and withdrew
from the Chamber. He was accompanied by members of his delegation.

There being no objection, the Chair (Mr. Rodrigues) introduced guests of the Minority
Leader Bruce Tarr, in the Senate Gallery, the 8 grade class from the Rupert A. Nock
Middle School in Newburyport. The students were on a field trip to the State House
learning about the different aspects of state government. The Senate welcomed them with
applause and they withdrew from the Gallery.

By Ms. Lovely, for the committees on Rules of the two branches, acting concurrently,
that Joint Rule 12 be suspended on the Senate petition of Michael D. Brady for legislation
to establish boxer protection and a safe and regulated environment for professional combat
sports in Massachusetts.

Senate Rule 36 was suspended, on motion of Mr. Fattman, and the report was
considered forthwith. Joint Rule 12 was suspended; and the petition (accompanied
by bill) was referred to the committee on Public Safety and Homeland Security.
