Met at twenty-two minutes past twelve o’clock noon (Ms. Lovely in the Chair) (having
been appointed by the President, under authority conferred by Senate Rule 4, to perform
the duties of the Chair).

The Chair (Ms. Lovely), members, guests and staff then recited the pledge of
allegiance to the flag.
