3 subdivision (2), in line 268, after the words “fire control men;” the following:— employees of 

4 the Massachusetts port authority who are employed as port officers and supervisors of said 

5 employees who shall include port sergeants, lieutenants, captains, assistant chiefs, deputy chiefs, 

6 and director;”
