I am pleased to submit the School-Based Nutrition and Child Hunger Relief Programs: School 

Breakfast and Summer Food Service Outreach Report pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws 

(MGL) Chapter 15, section 1G (f), and Chapter 68 of the Acts of 2018, line item 7053–1925. 

 

This report reflects the actions and outcomes from School Breakfast Programs and the Summer 

Food Service Program in the 2017-2018 school year and 2018 summer, respectively. Throughout 

the period, the Department of Elementary and Secondary Education (Department) worked to 

support these food service programs because of the nutritional supports they provide to families 

in the Commonwealth. Under the direction of the Office for Food and Nutrition Programs, the 

Child Nutrition Outreach Program (CNOP) coordinators at Project Bread worked with school 

district staff and community organizations to expand and improve current programs and 

implement new campaigns and provide resources to address childhood hunger in Massachusetts. 

 

The 2017-2018 school year was the 25th year of the Universal School Breakfast Program, and the 

Department provided funding to 68 school districts operating 363 schools. This enabled schools 

with a high percentage of students eligible for free or reduced-price school meals to provide a 

nutritious breakfast to all children. In total, in the 2017-2018 school years participants in the 

Universal School Breakfast Program provided more than 175,616 breakfasts to students across 

Massachusetts. Participating schools developed partnerships among administrators, food service 

personnel, and other school staff to offer breakfast as a regular part of the school day. When 

asked about the impact of Universal School Breakfast, school administrators and teachers report 

that since the inclusion of breakfast, student achievement increased, students made fewer visits 

to the nurse, and absenteeism declined. 

 

Similarly, summer 2018 was the 25th year that Massachusetts administered the Summer Food 

Service Program, referred to in Massachusetts as Summer Eats. A total of 110 sponsoring 

organizations operated 1,129 summer sites across the Commonwealth. Sponsoring organizations 

included schools, community organizations, government agencies, local nonprofits, town 

libraries, and others. Summer Eats operated in parks, public pools, libraries, YMCAs, Boys and 

Girls Clubs, schools, apartment complexes, and many other locations where children may be in 

need of nutritious meals. A key to summer success was the linking activities and engagement 

opportunities to operation of the program; children and teens were much more likely to 

participate in a meal service if there were other activities offered at the site. Additionally, 

increased marketing, food presentation and acceptability, locally grown produce, and enhanced 

nutrition standards improved the overall food service operations and encouraged participation. 

All of these efforts resulted in additional federal reimbursement dollars, and Massachusetts 
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Commissioner 

 



received an increase in federal reimbursement from $7,906,914 for Fiscal Year 2017 to 

$7,978,659 in Fiscal Year 2018. This translates into over 2.5 million meals and snacks served to 

children and teens during summer 2018.  Regarding school breakfast, Massachusetts received an 

increase in federal reimbursement from $63,152,854 for Fiscal Year 2017 to $65,826,681 in 

Fiscal Year 2018.  This translates into over 35 million breakfasts served to students in Fiscal 

Year 2018.    

 

For both programs, continued monitoring of economic trends and meal benefit eligibility levels 

provided the opportunity to forecast need in cities and towns. The increasing level of need in 

many communities challenged program sponsorship; however, collaborative activities with 

coordination of resources sustained program participation. 

 

Outreach staff from the Child Nutrition Outreach Program continued to work with food service 

directors and schools to promote serving breakfast as part of the school day. Resources were 

created, and guidance was distributed to assist in maximizing the success of breakfast 

programming.  Overall 1,939 schools1 offered a breakfast program to students using various 

models ranging from universally free for all students in the school to others which included 

reduced price and charging for the purchase of breakfast.  

 

Providing grant funds to hire outreach coordinators for local programs resulted in an increase in 

the number of sites, the development of targeted marketing campaigns, and expanded community 

involvement in the Summer Food Service Program. The availability of additional grant 

opportunities from various entities for these programs allowed for the development of effective 

strategies to improve nutrition programs, outreach, and accessibility in both urban and rural 

locations.   

 

The Commonwealth’s support of these programs contributed greatly to the ability to reach and 

serve hungry children across the Commonwealth in areas experiencing a strained economic 

climate.

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Introduction 

 

The Department of Elementary and Secondary Education respectfully submits this Report to the 

Legislature: School-Based Nutrition and Child Hunger Relief Programs: School Breakfast and 

Summer Food Service Outreach pursuant to M.G.L. Chapter 68 of the Acts of 2018, line item 

7053-1925: 

 

7053-1925 For the school breakfast program for public and non-public schools and for 

grants to improve summer food programs during the summer school vacation period; 

provided, that not less than $350,000 shall be expended for a grant with Project Bread-

The Walk for Hunger, Inc. to enhance and expand the summer food service outreach 

program and the school breakfast outreach program; provided further, that within the 

summer food program, priority shall be given to extending such programs for the full 

summer vacation period and promoting increased participation in such programs; 

provided further, that the department of elementary and secondary education shall solicit 

proposals from returning sponsors and school food authorities in time for implementation 

of such grant program during the summer of 2019; provided further, that such grants shall 

only be awarded to sponsors who can demonstrate their intent to offer full summer 

programs or increase participation; provided further, that the department shall require 

sufficient reporting from each grantee to measure the success of such grant program; 

provided further, that the department shall select grantees for the program authorized by 

this item not later than March 29, 2019; provided further, that funds shall be expended for 

the universal school breakfast program through which all children in schools receiving 

funds under the program shall be provided free, nutritious breakfasts; provided further, 

that subject to regulations by the board of education that specify time and learning 

standards, breakfasts shall be served during regular school hours; provided further, that 

participation shall be limited to those elementary schools mandated to serve breakfast 

under section 1C of chapter 69 of the General Laws where at least 60 per cent of the 

students are eligible for free or reduced-price meals under the federally-funded school 

meals program; provided further, that the department shall select school sites for 

programs authorized by this item not later than November 15, 2018 and shall report to the 

house and senate committees on ways and means on the preliminary results of these 

grants not later than January 4, 2019; provided further, that not less than $250,000 shall 

be expended for a grant for the Chefs in Schools program, operated by Project Bread-The 

Walk for Hunger, Inc. to improve the health and quality of school meals for students; 

provided further, that kindergarten to grade 12, inclusive, public schools that are required 

to serve breakfast under said section 1C of said chapter 69 and where not less than 60 per 

cent of students are eligible for free or reduced-price meals shall offer school breakfast 

after the instructional day has begun and the tardy bell rings; provided further, that the 

department shall partner with the Eos Foundation to offer breakfast in the classroom 

programming in districts providing free or reduced lunch to at least 60 per cent of the 

district student population; and provided further, that nothing in the universal school 

breakfast program shall give rise to legal rights in any party or provide enforceable 

entitlement to services, prior appropriation continued .............. 
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And M.G.L. Chapter 15, section 1G (f): 

 

 The commissioner shall submit a report to the clerk of the House of Representatives who  

shall forward the same to the joint committee on education, arts and humanities on or before 

December thirty-first, nineteen hundred ninety-four and on December thirty-first of each year 

thereafter.  The report shall include, but not be limited to: the percentage of eligible children 

participating in school breakfast programs statewide during the previous school year: the amount 

of additional federal dollars brought into the state by all school breakfast and summer food 

service outreach activities; the number of additional school breakfast and summer food service 

programs started in the preceding year; and the increase in participation in summer food service 

and school breakfast program. 
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Part I: Development, Goal, and Objectives of Outreach Program 

An Act establishing school-based Nutrition and Child Hunger Relief Programs was signed into 

law on January 14, 1993. This law, Chapter 414, Acts of 1992, directed the Massachusetts 

Department of Elementary and Secondary Education (Department) to establish a School 

Breakfast and a Summer Food Service Outreach Program. Its overall goal is to increase 

participation in both programs, with the stated emphasis on increasing the participation of needy 

children. The Department, in keeping with the mandate, established the following objectives:  

 

1. Improved marketing strategies to increase participation in the School Breakfast and 

Summer Food Service Outreach Activities. 

2. Promoted the program as a valuable resource for all children, families, schools, and 

communities, including homeless and migrant families. 

3. Increased the number of children who participated in the State Universal School 

Breakfast Program (SUSBP) by promoting breakfast during the school day. 

4. Worked with meal providers to offer more nutritious and appetizing meals. 

5. Recognized individuals who had been instrumental in the progress that was made, 

including food service directors and administrators. 

6. Assisted school districts and appropriate organizations in sponsoring and expanding 

the programs. 

7. Increased the involvement of superintendents, principals, and other local 

administrative and advocate groups in promoting and supporting school breakfast as 

an essential part of the school day, and the Summer Food Service Program Outreach 

as a community resource. 

8. Developed creative strategies to remove barriers to program participation. 

9. Reviewed and improved current outreach materials, incorporating the use of 

technology. 

10. Ensured that all activities and efforts were culturally sensitive to linguistic minorities. 

 

The Department continued its contractual relationship with the Child Nutrition Outreach 

Program (CNOP) of Project Bread – The Walk for Hunger, Inc., to assist in conducting its 

outreach efforts for 2017 through 2018. 
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Part II: School Breakfast Program Outreach Activities and 

Outcomes 

Importance of School Breakfast 

A healthy breakfast helps to ensure that students are ready to learn. Some students skip breakfast 

at home either because there is no time or they are not hungry early in the morning. However for 

many, the reason for not eating breakfast is that they do not have the means to do so. The school 

breakfast program is not only designed to combat child hunger; it is also designed to teach 

healthy eating habits, reduce child obesity rates, and improve student achievement. Studies have 

shown that children who eat a nutritious breakfast to start their day learn, behave, and perform 

better in class than children who do not eat breakfast. 

 

The benefits of healthy, nourished students go beyond the students themselves. Schools have 

reported that with a successful school breakfast program, attendance improves, tardiness 

decreases, discipline issues go down, and the school nurse spends less time treating students who 

are healthy, but hungry. This benefits students, parents, schools and school districts as a whole. 

Federal and State Statutory Requirements 

The National School Breakfast Program (SBP) is a federally funded nutrition program that 

provides reimbursement to schools serving breakfasts that meet strict federal guidelines. The 

program is funded by the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) and administered by 

the Office for Food and Nutrition Programs at the Massachusetts Department of Elementary and 

Secondary Education. Participating schools must comply with federal nutrition, benefit issuance, 

and meal counting and claiming standards and make breakfast available to all students. The 

Department's Office for Food and Nutrition Programs provides federal reimbursements, training 

and technical assistance and conducts administrative reviews for all school districts participating 

in the program to ensure compliance with federal and state regulations. 

 

On the state level, Mass. General Law Chapter 69, Section 1C outlines a state mandate 

authorized in 1986 requiring certain high need schools to offer breakfast; additionally, this law 

mandated a universal breakfast program for high need elementary schools. State mandated 

schools are defined as those that served at least 40 percent of lunches to free or reduced price 

eligible students, two years prior. Additional state reimbursement is provided to these mandated 

schools for offering breakfast.  The 1,108 schools that were mandated to offer breakfast in 

School Year 2017-2018 were notified in July and newly mandated schools are notified earlier.2 

 

In Massachusetts there are 693 public schools in which 60 percent or more of enrolled students 

are eligible for free and/or reduced price meals. Elementary schools mandated to serve breakfast 

can apply to receive additional State Universal School Breakfast Program (SUBP) 

reimbursement (in addition to breakfast mandate reimbursement). These schools offer breakfast 

at no cost to all students during regular school hours. For School Year 2017-2018, 380 

elementary schools were eligible to participate in the SUBP.3  The Department's Office for Food

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and Nutrition Programs ensures compliance and distributes the state funding to both mandated 

schools and schools electing to implement universal breakfast during regular school hours. 

School Breakfast Participation 

Massachusetts has experienced sustained student participation growth in school breakfast over 

the past five years. The annual participation increases, especially in high need schools, are due to 

a variety of factors including changes in federal regulations. More importantly, the hard work of 

local school staff implementing successful breakfast programs and school breakfast allied 

organizations promoting the importance of a healthy start to the school day have contributed to 

our recent success. Table 1 provides the total number of breakfasts served statewide by school 

year from 2013 through 2018.

The Department’s accomplishments in school breakfast have garnered national attention. In 

February 2018, the Food Research Action Council's (FRAC) 2016-2017 School Breakfast 

Scorecard report ranked Massachusetts second for growth in school breakfast participation 

among high need students. Massachusetts was one of only four states that had double-digit 

growth, and this is the third year in a row that Massachusetts has been among the top 10 states in 

terms of growth in participation. 

 

The recent participation success is very encouraging.  On an average day, approximately half of 

the high need students who participate in school lunch also participate in school breakfast. 

Massachusetts is slightly below the national average for high need student participation in both 

lunch and breakfast (56 percent). There are many opportunities to increase student participation 

in school breakfast in Massachusetts, and also increase awareness of the importance of school 

breakfast in general. Table 2 provides details on participation numbers and funding for 2017-

2018 school year.

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School Breakfast Models 

Schools breakfast can be served before the bell/instructional day, after the bell/instructional day, 

or a combination of both. The majority of schools in Massachusetts offer school breakfast before 

the bell; in these schools, breakfast is offered in the cafeteria typically before classes start. This is 

considered a traditional mealtime setting. However, research on school breakfast indicates that 

school breakfast participation is higher when breakfast is made a part of the school day; this is 

known as an "after the bell/instructional day.” Some schools offer a combination of breakfast 

available both before and after the bell; in these circumstances breakfast is available both in the 

cafeteria prior to the start of the school day and also provided in the classroom to students who 

were not able to get to school prior to the bell.  

 

In the 2017-2018 school year, 808 schools reported using an alternative breakfast model before 

the bell, after the bell or a combination of both. Of the 808 using an alternative breakfast model 

either before or after the bell: 

 

• 308 reported using an alternative breakfast model after the bell (but not before) 

• 489 reported using an alternative breakfast model before the bell (but not after) 

• 111 reported using an alternative breakfast model both before and after the bell 
 

In addition to when breakfast is offered to students, there are different methods of how breakfast 

can be served. For breakfast served in the cafeteria prior to the start of the school day, this is 

referred to as a traditional breakfast model. For breakfast served after the bell, or in a non-

cafeteria setting, these are known as alternative breakfast models. There are many ways to offer 

school breakfast; the model that works best for a school will depend on a variety of reasons 

including school layout, the availability of cafeteria space and staff, the school's start time, bus 

schedule, and most importantly the willingness of school district administration and school staff 

to support school breakfast. There are three types of alternative breakfast models used in 

Massachusetts schools: 
 

• Breakfast in the Classroom (BIC): School nutrition staff pack breakfasts into coolers or 

insulated bags that are transported to each classroom by school nutrition staff, designated 

students, or volunteers. Students eat during the first 10-15 minutes of class during 

morning announcements or while the teacher takes attendance or reviews lessons. 

 

• Grab and Go: School nutrition staff pack breakfast meals in bags to be picked up from 

the cafeteria or kiosks in the hallway on the way to class. Students pick up breakfast 

meals as they arrive at school and eat on the way to class or eat at their desks after the 

bell during the first 10-15 minutes of class. Students picking up breakfast meals and 

taking them into the classroom can be considered another type of Breakfast in the 

Classroom.  

 

• Second Chance: Depending on the model used, students can eat in the cafeteria, similar 

to traditional breakfast, or take a bagged meal to be eaten between classes or during the 
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first period. Students eat after the first period, during a morning nutrition break, either in 

the cafeteria or between classes. 

 

In February 2015, to encourage breakfast in the classroom, then Department of Elementary and 

Secondary Education Commissioner Mitchell Chester issued new policy guidance allowing 

breakfast to count towards required student learning time as long as breakfast is served in the 

classroom, during instructional activities, and does not exceed 15 minutes. A good portion of 

schools operating breakfast in the classroom are elementary schools implementing universal 

breakfast and receiving additional state funding. 

 

As a result of the Breakfast in the Classroom guidance, and other promotional efforts conducted 

by the Department, the Breakfast in the Classroom is the most popular alternative method of 

school breakfast service. Overall 384 schools are utilizing a breakfast in the classroom model, 

which is 20 percent of all schools offering school breakfast. Traditional, cafeteria-style breakfast 

is the most commonly offered school breakfast model with 69 percent of schools electing this 

method (n=1334 schools). Nineteen percent of schools (n=359) are electing the Grab and Go 

method, two percent (n=47) are utilizing Second Chance, and one percent (n=19) are utilizing a 

different method for breakfast service. Table 2 provides the complete details on utilization of 

each breakfast model by schools.

Implementing alternative breakfast models does require some startup costs such as equipment 

purchases. However, increased student participation can increase the federal dollars available to 

cover costs. Several allied school breakfast organizations offer grants to support the expansion of 

alternative breakfast models. The New England Dairy and Food Council locally administers the 

National Football League's (NFL) "Fuel Up to Play 60" grants which provide funding 

opportunities to help implement alternative breakfast models and the Eos Foundation provides 

grants specifically for schools implementing breakfast in the classroom after the bell. 

Community Eligibility Provision and School Breakfast 

The largest school breakfast increases in Massachusetts have taken place at high need schools. 

The majority of these schools offer free, universal breakfast. Most of these schools also provide 

lunch at no cost to their students through participation in the federal Community Eligibility 

Provision (CEP), a cornerstone of the federal Healthy, Hunger Free Kids Act of 2010. Eligible 

schools, groups of schools, or whole districts are eligible for CEP based on the percentage of 

enrolled students directly certified or categorically eligible for free school meals. CEP reduces 
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administrative paperwork for schools, removes the stigma of the school breakfast program, 

maximizes federal reimbursements, and makes it easier to implement alternative breakfast 

models. 

 

As of October 2018, 83 districts and 614 schools across Massachusetts participate in CEP, 

enabling their students to have access to free lunch and breakfast. Not charging for breakfast 

makes it easier for schools to operate efficient Breakfast in the Classroom or Grab and Go 

breakfast models because meal counting and claiming methods are simplified. For this reason 

alone, the majority of schools that deploy alternative breakfast models are located in CEP 

schools. 

School Breakfast Going Forward 

The Department's Office for Food and Nutrition Programs continues to work closely with our 

longtime breakfast outreach partner, the Child Nutrition Outreach Program (CNOP) at Project 

Bread, as well as other allied partners (such as the New England Dairy and Food Council, the 

Massachusetts School Nutrition Association,  Eos Foundation, the Massachusetts Department of 

Agricultural Resources, and Action for Healthy Kids) as a part of the Massachusetts School 

Breakfast Challenge. The Challenge is a consolidated effort to help school districts boost their 

school breakfast awareness, quality, and participation. Ultimately, the success of this program 

depends upon the commitment of superintendents, principals, teachers, school food service staff, 

and parents. The Department is committed to continuing to support their efforts. 

Partnership Building and Community Outreach 
The Child Nutrition Outreach Program (CNOP) at Project Bread operates as the Department’s 

outreach partner and provided technical assistance to nearly 200 schools and helped 17 schools 

implement new breakfast model changes in the 2017-2018 school year. The CNOP team also 

worked with the Department to create a series of “Quick Guides” on three School Breakfast 

“After the Bell” serving models to help school nutrition directors better navigate breakfast model 

changes.  The “Meals4Kids” website also received an overhaul this year, making it more easily 

navigable and a better tool for school staff, sponsors, and parents looking to find information.  

Communications   

Social Media 

CNOP used social media to promote school breakfast news and information, share pictures and 

updates from events, and promote helpful school breakfast tools. In the last year, CNOP 

continued to expand its social media reach on Facebook, Twitter, and Instagram. CNOP’s social 

media content was shared by the following influencers: Congressman Jim McGovern, State 

Representative Lou Kafka, Congressman Joe Kennedy, State Representative Stephen Kulik, 

State Representative Smitty Pignatelli, State Senator Paul Tucker, State Representative Susannah 

Whipps, State Senator Anne Gobi, State Senator Michael Rush, the Boston Mayor’s Office of 

Food Access, the Food Research & Action Center, and the Massachusetts Association of School 

Committees.  

  

Website Updates 
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CNOP worked to redesign the “Meals4Kids” website to better highlight resources and ensure 

broader accessibility to nutrition professionals. The new website officially launched in 

November of 2017, with updated content and a more user-friendly layout. The goal of the 

redesign was to create a space where school staff, sponsors, and families could easily access the 

information they needed. While web traffic decreased slightly this year over last year, the traffic 

that did come through was “good” traffic (i.e. not spam), meaning that the website is overall 

increasing in usefulness.    

Fresh Focus 

CNOP's bi-monthly Fresh Focus newsletter is sent to school nutrition directors, superintendents, 

principals, Summer Food Service Program sponsors, and anyone who requests updates from 

CNOP. These additional recipients are often community partners, such as youth organizations, 

health centers, WIC offices, or anti-hunger organizations. Fresh Focus provides recipients with 

updates and information on childhood feeding programs, inform them of materials and services 

provided by CNOP, and highlight progress made by school districts and sponsors across the 

state. The newsletter highlighted communities with exemplary breakfast and/or summer 

programs, broadcast information on grant opportunities, and provided menu ideas, among other 

useful information.   

Public Relations and Marketing 

CNOP worked to promote the importance of school breakfast and summer meals through press 

events and targeted media promotion. To that end, CNOP organized and promoted events 

throughout the year to raise awareness and highlight successful programs in school breakfast and 

during summer. In the past year, school breakfast and summer feeding programs were 

highlighted in 16 articles from 13 different media outlets. CNOP hosted breakfast events that 

were covered by press in Athol, Lowell, and Dedham as well as several observations in 

collaboration with Massachusetts School Breakfast Challenge partners. 

Breakfast Events 

Throughout the 2017-2018 school year, CNOP increased efforts to engage elected officials in 

school breakfast. To promote the importance of breakfast across the state, CNOP held the 

following events:  

 

• School Breakfast Press Event at Athol Middle School attended by State Senator Anne 

Gobi and State Representative Susannah Whipps to celebrate the implementation of the 

school’s new Grab & Go program 

• School Breakfast Event at the Massachusetts State House co-hosted by CNOP and 

Representative Dan Cahill. At this event, CNOP and the Department launched the School 

Breakfast “After the Bell” Quick Guides series. Five legislators and nearly 30 legislative 

staffers attended the event, which helped to increase the visibility of school breakfast and 

promote alternative breakfast models.  

• National School Breakfast Week Celebration at Daley Middle School in Lowell with 

Representative Rady Mom and then-Senator Eileen Donoghue. 

• School Breakfast Event at Oakdale Elementary School in Dedham hosted by CNOP with 

Senator Michael Rush and State Representative Paul McMurtry 
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• School Breakfast Event at Bowie Elementary School in Chicopee with Representative 

Finn, and 

• Breakfast After the Bell Site Visit to Barnstable Community Horace Mann Charter Public 

School with State Senator Julian Cyr and State Representative William Crocker. 

Conferences/Presentations/Webinars 

As part of an effort to increase School Breakfast and Summer Eats’ visibility and engage school 

nutrition directors, Summer Eats sponsors, and partners throughout the year, CNOP offered 

school breakfast and Summer Eats presentations, provided resource tables, and hosted webinars 

to partners across the state.   

  

CNOP, in conjunction with the Department provided resource tables at the following events: 

 

• Farm to School Awareness Day at the State House

• The Department’s Annual Healthy Kids, Healthy Programs Summit in Norwood.   

Expand School Based Partnerships 

National School Breakfast Week 

Each year, CNOP celebrates National School Breakfast Week (NSBW) with the Department and 

Massachusetts School Breakfast Challenge (MSBC) partners. In 2017-2018, CNOP held events 

in communities with successful breakfast programs, promoted NSBW online and in the press, 

and worked with school districts to help them plan their own promotional activities. This past 

year, CNOP celebrated NSBW by hosting a school breakfast event at Daley Middle School in 

Lowell to highlight the school’s successful Grab & Go program, attended by Representative 

Rady Mom and Senator Eileen Donoghue.   

  

CNOP also organized National School Breakfast Week celebrations in March 2018 at Bowie 

Memorial Elementary School in Chicopee and the third annual Iron Chef event at Fenway High 

School. Unfortunately, both of these events were cancelled due to snow.  

  

Changing Breakfast Models and Universal Breakfast (SUSBP)  

In order to expand breakfast participation throughout the state, CNOP continued to work with 

school districts to explore the best options for implementing new breakfast models, brand-new 

breakfast programs and increasing student participation.   

  

In total, CNOP reached out to 379 new schools throughout the fiscal year. Of those 379 schools, 

CNOP made successful contact in 172 of them. The following schools made great strides toward 

increasing breakfast participation during the last school year: Adams-Cheshire Regional School 

District, Amherst-Pelham Regional School District, Athol-Royalston Regional School District,

Auburn Public Schools, Belchertown Public Schools, Central Berkshire Regional School 

District, Dracut School District, Fitchburg Public Schools, Gill-Montague School District, 

Gloucester Public Schools, Lawrence Public Schools, Lowell Public Schools, North Adams 

Public Schools, Randolph Public Schools, South Hadley Public Schools, Southwick Tolland 

Granville School District, Uxbridge Public Schools, and Webster Public Schools.   

  

School Breakfast Calculator 

To help districts understand the costs involved in school breakfast and to understand what 

models make the most sense financially, CNOP provided districts with projected staffing, meal, 

and other costs.  

Mandated Breakfast Programs 

In the 2017-2018 school year, 1107 schools were mandated by the Department to serve school 

breakfast. CNOP reached out to Superintendents and School Nutrition Directors to the 54 newly 

mandated schools, and offered assistance on starting a program or increasing participation in 

current programs. Outreach included emails to all newly-mandated schools.  

Massachusetts School Breakfast Challenge   

This year, CNOP coordinated with the Department and other key Massachusetts School 

Breakfast Challenge partners to continue efforts to increase breakfast participation throughout 

the state. The MA School Breakfast Challenge is broken into three groups, each with individual’s 

goals to help increase school breakfast participation. Challenge Group 1 includes schools where 

60 percent or more of the students are eligible for free or reduced price meals.  The goal of 

Challenge Group 1 is for all high free and reduced price eligible schools to achieve 80 percent or 

higher student participation rates in school breakfast.  Challenge Groups 2 includes schools 

where 30 to 59 percent of the students are eligible for free and reduced price meals.  The goal for 

Challenge 2 is for all schools to achieve 50 percent or higher student participation rate.  

Challenge Group 3 includes schools where 29 percent or less of the students are eligible for free 

and reduced price meals.  The goal for Challenge Group 3 is to achieve 25 percent or higher 

participation rate.  CNOP met regularly with partners to share and plan breakfast promotion 

events, recognize breakfast champions, and plan for National School Breakfast Week. CNOP 

and the Department worked to elevate the prominence of school breakfast discussions at this 

year’s Healthy Kids, Healthy Programs Summit. These efforts resulted in the development of a 

two-day breakfast learning track for conference participants and a lunchtime panel of 

administrators championing the cause of school breakfast.  

  

In the 2018-2019 school year, CNOP and the Department will work to engage School Breakfast 

Challenge partners in dissemination efforts for the Breakfast After the Bell Toolkit Series. 

Additionally, they will lead the Challenge partners in the execution of the Peer-to-Peer 

Mentorship activities throughout the year.  

  

School Breakfast Quick Guides 

CNOP created the School Breakfast “After the Bell” Quick Guides series and accompanying 

resources to help better assist school nutrition directors and other school officials with 

implementing an after the bell breakfast program. The three quick guides lay out timelines, best 

practices, and FAQs for Breakfast in the Classroom, Grab & Go, and Second Chance breakfast 
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models. The toolkits provide an easily accessible resource for schools and districts at any stage 

of exploring a transition to a new breakfast model and offer a roadmap for implementation and 

long-term sustainability. The toolkits were released at an event at the Massachusetts State House 

in February 2018.

Part III: Summer Food Service Program Outreach Activities and 

Outcomes 

Importance of the Summer Food Service Program (Summer Eats) 

The Summer Food Service Program (SFSP), which is known as Summer Eats in Massachusetts, 

provides kids and teens free meals when school is out. When school lets out, many children lose 

access to school breakfast, lunch, and afterschool meals that are available during the regular 

school year. SFSP fills this gap by providing free meals and snacks to children who might 

otherwise go hungry. In Massachusetts, nearly 10 percent of households experience food 

insecurity and Summer Eats helps to fill the gap for children and teens left open during the 

summer months. 

 

Summer Eats contributes to the healthy growth and development of children by providing them 

with nutritious snacks and meals, often alongside recreational activities. Reimbursable summer 

meals must meet federal nutrition standards and can provide an opportunity for children to access 

fresh fruits, vegetables, and whole grains to support a healthy diet. Many Summer Eats sites also 

provide educational and enrichment activities in addition to meals, which enables children to 

learn and stay safe when school is out. This helps to limit the effects of summer learning loss and 

sets children up to be successful when they return to school. 

Federal and State Statutory Requirements 

The Summer Food Service Program (SFSP) is a federally funded nutrition program that provides 

reimbursement to sponsoring agencies serving meals or snacks that meet strict federal guidelines 

to an eligible population of children and teens. The program is funded by the United States 

Department of Agriculture (USDA) and administered by the Office for Food and Nutrition 

Programs at the Massachusetts Department of Elementary and Secondary Education. 

Participating sponsoring organizations must comply with federal nutrition, eligibility, and meal 

counting and claiming standards and make meals and snacks available to all students. The 
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Department's Office for Food and Nutrition Programs provides federal reimbursements, training 

and technical assistance and conducts monitoring visits for all sponsoring agencies participating 

in the program to ensure compliance with regulations. 

 

Unlike school breakfast, there is no state mandate to participate in Summer Eats.  

Summer Eats Models 

Similar to school breakfast, Summer Eats programs can operate in a variety of ways, the two 

most common site types are presented below: 

 

• Open sites: Open sites are meal service locations which are open to any child or 

teenager (under the age of 18) who arrives during the meal service time. There is no 

registration requirement, and participants do not need to provide identification in order 

to receive a meal.  

• Closed enrolled sites: Closed enrolled sites are those which require registration for 

participation (with or without an associated fee). Closed enrolled sites generally are 

those with provide complementary enrichment activities, like a day camp, educational 

component, or sports camp.  

 

There are several other site types that exist in the SFSP, but those are less common and do not 

reflect the majority of Summer Eats sites in Massachusetts.  

Eligibility 

Public, private nonprofit, and government agencies can all serve as sponsoring organizations 

(also known as sponsors) in Summer Eats. A sponsor is responsible for the overall administration 

of the program. A site is the location where meals and snacks are provided to participants. Sites 

can operate in a variety of locations, including schools, parks, pools, playgrounds, libraries, 

community centers, and many others. However, in order for site to participate in the SFSP they 

must either be located in an eligible location, or they must serve an eligible population.  

 

Eligibility is determined through two main methods: 

 

• Area eligibility: This method identifies a particular location as eligible for participation in 

the SFSP. Area eligible locations are those in a census tract in which 50% or more of 

residing children are eligible for free or reduced-price meals, or in the attendance area of 

school which serves a population with at least 50% of students qualifying for free or 

reduced-price meals. Area eligibility can qualify either open sites or closed enrolled sites.  

• Individual eligibility: This method identifies the individual as eligible to participate in the 

SFSP. Sponsors can collect individual income information on participants from the 

associated public schools the children attend, or through an income eligibility application 

that is completed by parents/guardians. Individual eligibility can qualify closed enrolled 

sites.  

 

As with site types, eligibility in the SFSP can be more complex and nuanced, depending on the 

population served or the type of program.  
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Participation in Summer Eats 

CNOP and the Department worked to expand the number of SFSP sites and sponsors during 

summer 2018. Through a variety of methods which are detailed in this report, CNOP and the 

Department were able to bring in 48 new SFSP sites and four new Sponsoring organizations. 

This brought the statewide totals up to 1,129 sites operated by 110 sponsors in summer 2018. 

Figure 2 shows the distribution of SFSP sites across the Commonwealth. 

 

In summer 2018 one area of focus for summer site expansion was an increase in “non-

traditional” site types; these are open sites operated at Farmers Markets, Libraries, and WIC sites 

amongst others. To track progress on this goal, the Department included a question in the site 

application to capture this data. In FY18 summer sponsors reported operating 16 farmers 

markets, 34 library sites, and four WIC sites.   

 

It is equally important to consider the nutritional impact of 

these summer sites. In summer 2018 (June-August), nearly 2.5 

million nutritious and appealing meals and snacks were served 

to children and teens. When broken down by meal or snack 

type, this resulted in: 

 

• 773,223 breakfasts 

• 34,246 morning snacks 

• 1,473,072 lunches 

• 191,707 afternoon snacks, and 

77,450 suppers 

Consistent participation was maintained from the previous year where 2,566,715 meals and 

snacks were served.

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Innovative partnerships in SFSP  

A new partnership was developed in summer 2018 between the Department and the University 

of Massachusetts-Amherst’s Dining Services. The Department contacted UMass Amherst, 

requesting that the University serve as a Summer Eats sponsor and use their food trucks as 

mobile feeding site to serve underserved children around the town of Amherst. The Department 

identified the University for this pilot project because for the past two years their dining program 

has been recognized as the top college dining program in the country, and the trending concept 

of a food truck, partnered with the familiar brand of the local university encourages participation 

and reduces stigma around free meals for children. UMass agreed to sponsor eight SFSP sites—

seven of which were low-income housing units, and one public park.  

 

The pilot project was a great success; UMass served an average of 250 children and teens each 

day. The success of the pilot project resulted in significant local media pick-up, including local 

TV, newspapers, and radio. As a result of the coverage, the Harvard Pilgrim Healthcare 

Foundation (HPHCF) awarded UMass with a grant award to support their work. HPHCF has also 

been in communication with DESE to find other ways their foundation can support the SFSP 

more broadly. Figure 3 highlights an example of the media coverage that came from the UMass 

Dining partnership.

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The benefit of this new partnership expanded beyond those directly served by UMass; in 

addition, the Amherst-Pelham Regional School District (APRSD) was able to expand their SFSP 

reach by four sites as a result of efforts from DESE staff. This resulted in a 246 percent increase 

in number of lunches they served between 2017 and 2018. 

Partnership Building and Community Outreach 
As with School Breakfast Programs, the Department contracts with the Child Nutrition Outreach 

Program (CNOP) division of Project Bread to expand the presence and impact of the Summer 

Food Service Program. This is done through increasing the number of sites and sponsors into 

new neighborhoods and towns across Massachusetts, and working to increase participation in all 

sites. To achieve this goal, CNOP works year-round with communities and organizations to 

increase knowledge of the SFSP and identify new partners who want to serve in the Program.  

Community Outreach 

In preparation for summer 2018, CNOP reached out to town governments, libraries, community 

organizations, school districts, YMCAs, farmers markets and other organizations who are 

serving eligible kids and teens. The CNOP team targeted specific organizations through phone 

calls and individualized meetings where the goals of Summer Eats were detailed and 

organizations could learn how they could get involved. As part of their summer expansion 

efforts, CNOP completed one-on-one meetings with individuals from 30 organizations in 16 

towns to encourage them to participate in Summer Eats.  

 

Conferences/Presentations/Webinars: 

Summer Meals Kickoff Conference 

The Summer Meals Kickoff event in February 2018 at the Devens Conference Center. This 

annual event has a twofold purpose—first for returning sponsors, it was a chance to present 

information and address regulatory changes about the upcoming summer; for new sponsors or 

sites, it is an opportunity to hear about best practices and learn how to operate the program 

successfully. Over 130 people attended the event from SFSP sponsors, vendors, and supporters, 

along with representatives from DESE, USDA, Project Bread, and additional presenters.  

 

The Kickoff event hosted six breakout sessions designed to educate participants on the following 

topics: 

 

• Engaging teens in summer meals 

• Meals close to home: successful partnerships with housing properties 

• Making the most of the new statewide brand 

• Books and bites: summer meals at library sites 

• Nuts and bolts of mobile summer meals  

• Local foods and food education in summer meals  

 

The Department and CNOP worked together to select the breakout session topics using SFSP 

sponsor requests, areas of focus from the USDA, and feedback from prior years’ kickoff events. 

Each of the breakout sessions were facilitated by sponsors, site supervisors, and SFSP partners 

including the Department, and the US Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). 
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Resources were provided to participants in each session, and then were made available on the 

CNOP website (meals4kids.org) for individuals to access after the event.  

Summer Eats Branding 

In addition to the breakout sessions, the Summer Meals Kickoff event introduced the Summer 

Eats brand to SFSP sponsors. The Summer Eats brand was developed in partnership between the 

Office for Food and Nutrition Programs (FNP) and the Child Nutrition Outreach Program 

(CNOP). The goal was to design a singular brand for SFSP sites to help increase SFSP 

recognition and engagement. This brand would create cohesion around summer meals and enable 

participants and their families across the Commonwealth to easily identify SFSP open sites. 

Figure 4 illustrates the Summer Eats brand that was debuted at the 2018 Summer Meals Kickoff 

event.

To increase sponsor, buy-in with the new brand, CNOP dedicated a breakout session to 

educating SFSP sponsors on how to utilize the branding and materials. In this session, several of 

the Summer Eats-branded materials were introduced to Sponsors, including fact sheets, 

bookmarks, posters, and door hangers. All resources were available in English and Spanish, and 

Sponsors could request additional materials translated into Haitian Creole, Portuguese, and Cape 

Verdean to increase access to SFSP sites to non-native speakers. By the end of Summer 2018, 

CNOP had distributed the following Summer Eats-branded materials: 

 

• 3,000 stickers 

• 1,473 palm cards 

• 940 bookmarks 

• 450 door hangers 

• 154 posters 
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• 73 fact sheets 

• 10 lawn signs 

• 2 car magnets, and 

• 2 banners  

 

To support implementation of the Summer Eats brand, both CNOP and DESE provided training 

on how to best utilize the branding, logos, and materials. CNOP conducted a “Summer Eats 

Promotion” webinar, and asked SFSP sponsors from Boston and Salem to discuss how they plan 

to use the brand and materials to promote their SFSP programming. Thirty-one participants 

logged into this training event, and it was recorded and posted to the CNOP YouTube page for 

on-demand viewing. In addition, all DESE-sponsored trainings on the SFSP discussed the 

Summer Eats branding and where sponsors could go to request materials to use at their sites; this 

was able to reach over 144 SFSP program staff. 

 

The Department-sponsored newsletter, MassCAMPS (Massachusetts Children’s Access to Meals 

Planned Smart) Newsletter, that was released in April of 2018 included and entire section on the 

Summer Eats brand and directed readers to the CNOP website where they could access free, 

downloadable materials with the new branding. This newsletter was delivered to nearly 900 

subscribers, and the link to Summer Eats branding materials was in the top most-popular links 

from the newsletter analytics.  

Webinars 

Complementing their in-person efforts, CNOP utilized their network to highlight the SFSP and 

increase participation through a series of webinars. First, a “Summer Meals 101” webinar, in 

which DESE provided an overview of the SFSP, and current Sponsors provided testimonies on 

their experiences in the SFSP. Forty-six individuals attended this webinar, representing various 

organizations including four housing properties and seven libraries. Secondly, CNOP developed 

an informational session on the SFSP targeted at housing properties operated in conjunction with 

the Agency for Housing and Urban Development (HUD). This session was borne out of a USDA 

initiative to increase the number of HUD properties that are participating in the SFSP and 

serving the children and teens living in their housing units.  In total, 32 individuals from HUD 

properties participated in the “Meals Close to Home” webinar. These combined efforts, along 

with other outreach and support from SFSP champions resulted in 55 HUD sites operating during 

FY18. These 55 sites served an average of 1,378 children per day, and over 34,000 lunches and 

7,500 snacks throughout the summer.  

 

In addition to supporting the expansion of the number of SFSP sites, CNOP assists SFSP 

sponsors in the planning and implementation of Summer Kickoff events. These Kickoff events 

are an opportunity for summer program sites to introduce themselves to the community at-large, 

and often include activities and giveaways, as well as speeches from local community leaders 

and elected officials. During summer 2018, CNOP helped complete 12 kickoff events across the 

Commonwealth. These kickoff events included: 

 

• Chelsea Public Schools, Chelsea 

• Cape Cod YMCA, Hyannis 

• The Open Door, Gloucester 
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• Malden YMCA, Medford 

• Valley Opportunity Council, Chicopee 

• Salem Public Schools, Salem 

• The Greater Boston YMCA, East Boston 

• Athol-Royalston Regional School District, Athol  

• Malden Public Schools, Malden 

• Fitchburg Public Schools, Fitchburg 

• Boston Public Schools, Boston  

Grant opportunities 

In efforts to support sponsors interested in expanding their efforts in the SFSP, the Department 

and CNOP offered grant funds to support start-up and expansion costs associated with operating 

the CACFP. The Department’s Summer Eats Grant (fund code 542) was dedicated to support 

new and existing sponsoring organizations expand their SFSP programs through new sites or 

higher participation. This non-competitive grant opportunity provided a total of $459,798 in 

funds to 44 sponsoring organizations across Massachusetts. The CNOP grant supported 

innovative solutions to increasing participation (including a focus on adding or expanding a 

mobile meals program); incentivizing farmers markets, library, and housing development sites; 

and promoting community-wide outreach using the Summer Eats brand. To that end, there were 

three types of Summer Eats grants administered by Project Bread for summer 2018: community 

outreach grants available to community organizations based in specific Boston neighborhoods, 

Boston farmers markets and housing development grants available to those looking to start a 

meal site, and sponsor grants accessible to any community statewide. In summer 2018, CNOP 

was able to award nearly $90,000 in grant funds to 35 organizations; these funds supported 

mobile programs in five new communities and helped launch 10 new sites at farmers markets or 

housing properties. An additional $29,500 in funds were provided to targeted communities so 

that they could place billboard advertisements on the availability of summer feeding sites.   
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Part IV: Nutrition Outreach Activities and Outcomes 

To support SFSP Sponsors and sites in their efforts to provide the best programming possible 

and encourage increased participation, CNOP provided on-site visits for resources and technical 

assistance. These visits would offer on-the-spot support to sponsors and sites and share with 

them available resources, as well as identify sites that were successful. In total, CNOP was able 

to visit 64 program sites across 19 communities.  

 

The Department recognized the efforts of SFSP sponsors and sites through the Special Nutrition 

Programs newsletter, MassCAMPS Newsletter. In the summer issue released in July 2018, 

DESE identified eight SFSP sponsors who had been recognized by their local community for 

their work. The newsletter also utilized photos from summer sites to showcase the meals served 

and the children impacted by the programming. This newsletter was delivered to over 1,000 

individuals.  

 

In addition, during summer 2018 the Department and CNOP began work on a USDA-funded 

initiative to support Farm to Summer implementation across SFSP summer sites. This work was 

designed to increase Farm to Summer activities, which include sourcing food locally, providing 

nutrition education activities, and other education and promotion of local foods. The Department, 

CNOP, and MA Farm to School are working to create three Farm to Summer videos aimed at 

getting more school nutrition directors involved in the program. The videos will be completed 

and released in FY19, and Farm to Summer will be the broad focus for FY19 Kickoff and 

summer outreach. 

 

Finally, the Department and CNOP continued efforts to build strong relationships with elected 

officials. These efforts were conducted to educate elected officials on the importance of the 

Child Nutrition Programs and to garner their support and favor for these programs. For the fifth 

consecutive year, CNOP worked with Congressman Jim McGovern's office to organize the 

"Summer Food Rocks Tour" in which the Congressman visited programs across his district (2nd 

Congressional District). The tour included site visits to Webster, Royalston, Amherst, and 

Worcester. In addition to site visits, the tour included two roundtable discussions in which 

community members, local elected officials, sponsors, sites, and community partners are invited 

to give their input on what makes SFSP successful and what supports they may need to continue 

their work. The 2018 Summer Food Rocks Tour received coverage in four media outlets, 

including:

Summer 2018 was the first year that the Summer Rocks Tour concept was expanded to a second 

elected official—Congressman Seth Moulton from the 6th Congressional District. Congressman 

Moulton participated in an event at the Peabody Institute Library (sponsored by Citizens Inn), 

where he and two locally elected officials spoke to children and adults at the program site and 

learned directly from participants how they enjoy the program. After the meal service, the 
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Congressman participated in a roundtable discussion to understand the positive impact of the 

SFSP and what supports Sponsors need to continue their work.  

 

Part V: Conclusion 

During school year 2017-2018, under the direction of the Department’s Office for Food and 

Nutrition Programs, the child nutrition outreach program coordinators at Project Bread worked 

diligently with school district staff and community organizations to expand and enhance the 

effectiveness of current programs and introduced new campaign strategies and resources to 

address childhood hunger in Massachusetts. In addition to recognizing the benefits of the school 

breakfast and summer food service program as nutritional support for families in the 

Commonwealth, the Department’s continued monitoring of economic trends and meal eligibility 

levels provided it with the opportunity to forecast need in all cities and towns. Despite the 

difficult economic status in many communities that challenged program sponsorship, 

collaborative activities with the coordination of resources sustained program participation. 

 

The Department increased initiatives to inform schools, students, and parents about the State 

Universal School Breakfast Program initiative and Summer Food Service Program opportunities 

with tools to improve, promote, and strengthen breakfast and summer programs.  

 

The Department offered program support in specific areas of management and operations that 

encompassed budgets, menu offerings, and nutritional content. Increased student input and 

participation in the promotion of the breakfast programs addressed misconceptions on food 

quality and availability. The opportunities for programs to share their successful models and to 

discuss alternative ways to reach all eligible children were improved and strengthened in all 

regions of the Commonwealth.  

 

The relationship between community-based activities and the successful operation of summer 

sites largely increased participation of summer programs. Additional federal resources were 

triggered by streamlined program reimbursement. Incorporating marketing, food presentation, 

locally grown produce, and enhanced nutrient standards, improved overall food service operation 

and encouraged sustained participation.   

 

Nutrition education information and knowledge were integrated into the summer day. The 

provision of grant funds to hire outreach coordinators for local programs provided an increase in 

sites, and targeted marketing campaigns. It has also expanded community involvement in the 

Summer Food Service Program. The availability of additional grant opportunities from various 

entities for these programs allowed for the development of more effective strategies to improve 

nutrition programs, outreach, and accessibility. The Commonwealth’s support of these programs 

contributed greatly to the ability to reach and serve hungry children across the state in this 

increasingly strained economic climate.
