The fourth paragraph of section 11 of chapter 69 of the General Laws, as appearing in the
2014 Official Edition, is hereby amended by inserting, after the word “needs”, in line 48, the
following words:— and such children shall be afforded the same accommodation each uses or

requires in the classroom throughout the year.
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
