Between October 13, 2022, and November 21, 2023, the Department of Public Utilities collected
$2,933,470.66 in revenue and expended $2,488,792.36 from the Unified Carrier Registration Trust
Fund, starting with the FY2023 reported balance of $1,337,606.38. The Unified Carrier Registration
Trust Fund currently has an unexpended balance of $1,782,284.68.
