Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General Court assembled, and by the authority 
of the same, as follows:

1 Section 25Q of Chapter 152 of the General Laws, as appearing in the 2020 Official 

2 Edition, is hereby amended in subsection (4) by adding, after the first sentence, the following 

3 sentence:- 

4 Subsection (1) shall not apply to groups that have been in existence for at least 5 years 

5 and have established a premium payment plan acceptable to the commissioner.
