An Act modernizing the commonwealth’s cannabis laws. 
 
 Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General Court assembled, and by the authority 
of the same, as follows: 
 

1  SECTION 1. Chapter 6 of the General Laws is hereby amended by adding the following 

2 2 sections:- 

3  Section 223. (a) There shall be a Massachusetts cannabis control commission, which shall 

4 consist of 3 commissioners, appointed by the governor. The governor shall designate 1 

5 commissioner as chair, who shall devote their full time and attention to the duties of the office. 

6 The 2 remaining commissioners shall not be full-time. The governor shall appoint 

7 commissioners with experience or expertise in any of the following areas: public health, public 

8 safety, social justice, the regulation and business of consumer commodities or the production and 

9 distribution of marijuana and marijuana products. Prior to appointment to the commission, a 

10 background investigation shall be conducted into the financial stability, integrity and 

11 responsibility of a candidate, including the candidate’s reputation for good character and 

12 honesty. No person convicted of a felony shall be eligible to serve on the commission. 
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13  (b) Each commissioner shall be a resident of the commonwealth within 90 days of 

14 appointment and, while serving on the commission, shall not: (i) hold, or be a candidate for, 

15 federal, state or local elected office; (ii) hold an appointed office in a federal, state or local 

16 government; or (iii) serve as an official in a political party. Not more than 2 commissioners shall 

17 be from the same political party. 

18  (c) The chair shall serve a term co-terminus with the governor. The 2 remaining 

19 commissioners shall each serve for a term of 4 years or until a successor is appointed. Each 

20 commissioner shall be eligible for reappointment; provided, however, that no commissioner shall 

21 serve for more than 8 years. A person appointed to fill a vacancy in the office of a commissioner 

22 shall be appointed in a like manner and shall serve for only the unexpired term of that 

23 commissioner. 

24  (d) The governor may remove a commissioner for neglect of duty, misconduct or 

25 malfeasance in office. Before removal, the commissioner shall be provided with a written 

26 statement of the reason for removal and an opportunity to be heard. 

27  (e) Two commissioners shall constitute a quorum and the affirmative vote of 2 

28 commissioners shall be required for an action of the commission. The chair or 2 commissioners 

29 may call a meeting; provided, however, that notice of all meetings shall be given to each 

30 commissioner and to other persons who request such notice. The commission shall adopt 

31 regulations establishing procedures, which may include electronic communications, by which a 

32 request to receive notice shall be made and the method by which timely notice may be given. 

33  (f) The chair shall receive a salary equal to the salary of the secretary of administration 

34 and finance. The 2 remaining commissioners shall receive a stipend in an amount not more than 
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35 10 per cent of the salary of the secretary of administration and finance under section 4 of chapter 

36 7.  

37  (g)(1) The chair shall have and exercise supervision and control over all of the affairs of 

38 the commission, including the coordination and administration of its operations, programs and 

39 personnel. The chair may delegate any responsibilities to the executive director. The chair shall 

40 preside at all hearings at which the chair is present and shall designate a commissioner to act as 

41 chair in the chair’s absence. The chair shall direct the implementation of the commission’s 

42 policies and shall have final authority, subject to applicable law and regulations, over personnel 

43 management and internal administrative matters. The chair may, as necessary, assign or reassign 

44 responsibilities among the commissioners, officers, employees and agents of the commission to 

45 ensure the efficient administration of the commission. 

46  (2) The chair shall not participate in or supervise any investigation, inspection, audit, 

47 enforcement action or other fact-gathering activity that may be subject to adjudication before the 

48 commission. 

49  (3) Nothing in this subsection shall be construed to impair the obligation of the chair or 

50 any commissioner to act impartially in any adjudicatory proceeding conducted pursuant to 

51 chapter 30A. 

52  (4) When presiding over or participating in an adjudicatory proceeding, the chair shall be 

53 subject to all duties, standards and prohibitions applicable to presiding officers pursuant to 

54 chapter 30A. 

55   (h) The commissioners shall, if so directed by the chair, participate in the hearing and 

56 decision of any matter before the commission; provided, however, that at least 2 commissioners 
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57 shall participate in the hearing and decision of matters other than those of formal or 

58 administrative character coming before the commission; and provided further, that any matter 

59 may be heard, examined and investigated by an employee of the commission designated and 

60 assigned by the chair, with the concurrence of 1 other commissioner. Such employee shall make 

61 a report in writing relative to the hearing, examination and investigation of every such matter to 

62 the commission for its decision. For the purposes of hearing, examining and investigating any 

63 such matter, such employee shall have all of the powers conferred upon a commissioner by this 

64 section. For each hearing, the concurrence of a majority of the commissioners participating in the 

65 decision shall be necessary.   

66  (i)(1) The chair shall appoint an executive director, who shall devote their full-time duties 

67 to their office. The executive director shall serve at the pleasure of the chair and under the 

68 supervision and direction of the chair. The salary of the executive director shall be determined by 

69 the chair after consultation with the commission. 

70  (2) The executive director shall be the chief administrative officer of the commission and 

71 shall exercise independent authority over enforcement and the operational units of the 

72 commission. Such authority shall be exercised independently of the commissioners, including 

73 the chair, who shall not participate in any fact-finding, investigative or enforcement actions that 

74 may become the subject of an adjudicatory proceeding under chapter 30A. 

75  (3) The executive director shall, subject to appropriation and consistent with the 

76 personnel and budget policies adopted by the chair, appoint and employ a chief financial and 

77 accounting officer and may appoint other officers, employees, consultants, agents and legal 

78 counsel as may be necessary to carry out the duties of the commission. No funds shall be 
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79 transferred or expended by the commission without the approval of the chair and the 

80 authorization of the chief financial and accounting officer consistent with financial control 

81 policies. 

82  (4) In the event of an absence or vacancy in the office of the executive director or in the 

83 case of disability, as determined by the chair, the chair shall designate an acting executive 

84 director who shall perform the duties of the office until such vacancy, absence or disability 

85 ceases. 

86  (j) Chapters 268A and 268B shall apply to the commissioners and to employees of the 

87 commission; provided, however, that the commission shall establish a code of ethics for all 

88 members and employees that shall be more restrictive than said chapters 268A and 268B. A copy 

89 of the code shall be filed with the state ethics commission. The code shall include provisions 

90 reasonably necessary to carry out the purposes of this section and any other laws subject to the 

91 jurisdiction of the commission, including, but not limited to: (i) prohibiting the receipt of gifts by 

92 commissioners and employees from any marijuana licensee, applicant, close associate, affiliate 

93 or other person or entity subject to the jurisdiction of the commission; (ii) prohibiting the 

94 participation by commissioners and employees in a particular matter as defined in section 1 of 

95 chapter 268A that affects the financial interest of a relative within the third degree of 

96 consanguinity or a person with whom such commissioner or employee has a significant 

97 relationship, as defined in the code; and (iii) providing for recusal of a commissioner in a 

98 licensing decision due to a potential conflict of interest. 

99  (k)(1) No commissioner, including the chair, shall initiate, participate in or receive any 

100 communication concerning the substance of any investigation, enforcement matter or 
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101 adjudicatory proceeding, except as part of the official record of a proceeding conducted in 

102 accordance with chapter 30A. 

103  (2) This subsection shall not preclude the commission from receiving periodic reports 

104 regarding the overall administration or performance of the enforcement division; provided, that 

105 such reports shall not include information relating to any specific matter that may reasonably be 

106 expected to come before the commission in an adjudicatory capacity. 

107  (3) A commissioner who violates this subsection shall be disqualified from participating 

108 in any proceeding related to the subject matter of the prohibited communication and may be 

109 subject to further action as provided by law. 

110  (l) The commission shall be a commission for the purposes of section 3 of chapter 12. 

111  (m) The commission shall, for the purposes of compliance with state finance law, operate 

112 as a state agency as defined in section 1 of chapter 29 and shall be subject to the laws applicable 

113 to agencies under the control of the governor; provided, however, that the comptroller may 

114 identify any additional instructions or actions necessary for the commission to manage fiscal 

115 operations in the state accounting system and meet statewide and other governmental accounting 

116 and audit standards. The commission shall properly classify the commission’s operating and 

117 capital expenditures and shall not include any salaries of employees in the commission’s capital 

118 expenditures. Unless otherwise exempted by law or the applicable central service agency, the 

119 commission shall participate in any other available commonwealth central services, including, 

120 but not limited to, the state payroll system pursuant to section 31 of chapter 29, and may 

121 purchase other goods and services provided by state agencies in accordance with comptroller 

122 provisions. The comptroller may chargeback the commission for the transition and ongoing costs 
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123 for participation in the state accounting and payroll systems and may retain and expend such 

124 costs without further appropriation for the purposes of this section. The commission shall be 

125 subject to section 5D and subsection (f) of section 6B of chapter 29. 

126  Section 224. (a) There shall be a cannabis advisory board to study and make 

127 recommendations to the Massachusetts cannabis control commission on the regulation and 

128 taxation of marijuana. The board shall consist of: the chair of the Massachusetts cannabis control 

129 commission who shall serve as chair; the secretary of economic development or a designee; the 

130 commissioner of revenue or a designee; the commissioner of public health or a designee; the 

131 commissioner of agricultural resources or a designee; the colonel of the state police or a 

132 designee; the president of the Massachusetts Municipal Association, Inc. or a designee; the 

133 president of the Massachusetts Patient Advocacy Alliance, Inc. or a designee; a registered 

134 qualifying patient appointed by the president of the Massachusetts Patient Advocacy Alliance, 

135 Inc.; the executive director of the American Civil Liberties Union of Massachusetts, Inc. or a 

136 designee; and 15 persons to be appointed by governor, 1 of whom shall be an expert in marijuana 

137 cultivation, 1 of whom shall be an expert in marijuana retailing, 1 of whom shall be an expert in 

138 marijuana product manufacturing, 1 of whom shall be an expert in laboratory sciences and 

139 toxicology, 1 of whom shall be an expert in providing legal services to marijuana businesses, 1 

140 of whom shall be an expert in minority business development, 1 of whom shall be an expert in 

141 economic development strategies for under-resourced communities, 1 of whom shall be an 

142 expert in farming or representing the interests of farmers, 1 of whom shall be an expert 

143 representing the interests of employers, 1 of whom shall be an expert in municipal law 

144 enforcement with advanced training in impairment detection and evaluation, 1 of whom shall be 

145 an expert in social welfare or social justice, 1 of whom shall be an expert in criminal justice 
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146 reform to mitigate the disproportionate impact of drug prosecutions on communities of color, 1 

147 of whom shall be an expert in minority business ownership, 1 of whom shall be an expert in 

148 women-owned business ownership and 1 of whom shall be an expert in the prevention and 

149 treatment of substance use disorders.  

150  (b) Members of the board shall serve for terms of 2 years. Members of the board shall 

151 meet quarterly and at other times at the discretion of the chair. Members shall serve without 

152 compensation but shall be reimbursed for their expenses actually and necessarily incurred in the 

153 discharge of their official duties. Members of the board shall not be state employees under 

154 chapter 268A by virtue of their service on the board. To take action at a meeting, a majority of 

155 the members of the board present and voting shall constitute a quorum. 

156  (c) The cannabis advisory board shall: (i) consider all matters submitted to it by the 

157 commission; (ii) on its own initiative, recommend to the commission guidelines, rules and 

158 regulations and any changes to guidelines, rules and regulations that the advisory board considers 

159 important or necessary for the commission’s review and consideration; and (iii) advise on the 

160 preparation of regulations pursuant to chapters 94G and 94I. 

161  (d) The chair may appoint subcommittees to expedite the work of the board.  

162  SECTION 2. Sections 76 and 77 of chapter 10 of the General Laws are hereby repealed. 

163  SECTION 3. Paragraph (4) of subsection (d) of section 2 of chapter 62 of the General 

164 Laws, as appearing in the 2022 Official Edition, is hereby amended by striking out, in lines 412 

165 and 413, the words “medical marijuana treatment center” and inserting in place thereof the 

166 following words:- medical marijuana establishment. 
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167  SECTION 4. Section 66 of chapter 62C of the General Laws, as so appearing, is hereby 

168 amended by striking out the first paragraph and inserting in place thereof the following 

169 paragraph:-  

170  The commissioner may require a person required to be licensed or registered under 

171 chapters 64A to 64C, inclusive, chapters 64E to 64J, inclusive, chapter 64M or chapter 64O or 

172 subject to taxation under section 21 of chapter 138 or section 30 of chapter 94G, to file with the 

173 commissioner a bond, satisfactory to the commissioner, in such amount as the commissioner 

174 may determine, with a surety company authorized to transact business in the commonwealth as 

175 surety, to secure the payment of any tax, including any interest and penalties thereon, due or 

176 which may become due from such person under said chapters; provided, however, that the 

177 amount of such bond required from a vendor under chapter 64H or 64I shall not exceed the 

178 amount which the commissioner shall determine to be such vendor’s average tax liability for a 6-

179 month period. 

180  SECTION 5. Section 67 of said chapter 62C, as so appearing, is hereby amended by 

181 striking out, in lines 12 and 13, the words “chapter 64J or as a direct broadcast satellite service 

182 provider as defined in chapter 64M” and inserting in place thereof the following words:- chapter 

183 64J, as a direct broadcast satellite service provider as defined in chapter 64M or as a wholesaler 

184 or retailer as defined in chapter 64O. 

185  SECTION 6. Section 30 of chapter 63 of the General Laws, as so appearing, is hereby 

186 amended by striking out, in line 61, the words “medical marijuana treatment center” and 

187 inserting in place thereof the following words:- medical marijuana establishment. 
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188  SECTION 7. Section 4 of chapter 64N of the General Laws, as so appearing, is hereby 

189 amended by striking out, in lines 2 and 3, the words “medical marijuana treatment center” and 

190 inserting in place thereof the following words:- medical marijuana establishment.  

191  SECTION 8. The General Laws are hereby amended by inserting after chapter 64N the 

192 following chapter:-   

193  Chapter 64O. 

194  CONSUMABLE CBD PRODUCTS TAX 

195  Section 1. As used in this chapter, the following words shall, unless the context clearly 

196 requires otherwise, have the following meanings: 

197  “Consumable CBD product”, as defined in section 1 of chapter 94G. 

198  “Manufacturer”, any person who holds a consumable CBD product manufacturer 

199 endorsement or a certificate of compliance issued by the cannabis control commission pursuant 

200 to section 31 of chapter 94G.   

201  “Person”, a natural person, corporation, association, partnership or other legal entity. 

202  “Retailer”, any person who operates a store or concession for the purpose of selling 

203 consumable CBD products at retail and who holds a consumable CBD product retailer 

204 endorsement issued by the cannabis control commission pursuant to section 33 of chapter 94G.  

205  “Wholesaler”, any person who purchases consumable CBD products from a manufacturer 

206 or person so purchasing and selling and licensed as a wholesaler, and who sells consumable CBD 

207 products to wholesalers or retailers for resale, and who holds a consumable CBD product 
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208 wholesaler endorsement issued by the cannabis control commission pursuant to section 32 of 

209 chapter 94G. 

210  Section 2. No person shall sell consumable CBD products or act as a wholesaler or 

211 retailer in the commonwealth unless licensed pursuant to section 67 of chapter 62C. Each license 

212 so issued or a duplicate copy thereof shall be prominently displayed on the premises covered by 

213 the license. 

214  Section 3. A tax is hereby imposed upon the sale of consumable CBD products by a 

215 retailer licensed pursuant to section 2 at a rate of 5.35 per cent of the total sales price received by 

216 such retailer as a consideration for the sale of consumable CBD products. The tax shall be levied 

217 in addition to state tax imposed upon the sale of property or services as provided in section 2 of 

218 chapter 64H and shall be paid by a retailer licensed pursuant to section 2 to the commissioner at 

219 the time provided for filing the return required by section 16 of chapter 62C.  

220  SECTION 9. Chapter 94 of the General Laws is hereby amended by adding the following 

221 4 sections:-  

222  Section 330. As used in this section and sections 331 to 333, inclusive, the following 

223 words shall, unless the context clearly requires otherwise, have the following meanings: 

224  “Cannabinoid”, as defined in section 1 of chapter 94G. 

225  “Consumable CBD product”, as defined in section 1 of chapter 94G.   

226  “Governmental entity”, an official body of the commonwealth, or an official body of a 

227 county, city or town within the commonwealth. 

228  “Hemp”, as defined in section 116 of chapter 128. 
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229  “Hemp beverage”, as defined in section 1 of chapter 94G.  

230  “Hemp beverage product”, as defined in section 1 of chapter 94G. 

231  “Industrial hemp”, as defined in section 116 of chapter 128. 

232  “Person”, a natural person, corporation, association, partnership or other legal entity.  

233  “Topical hemp product”, a final product derived from hemp that is not intended to be 

234 ingested, inhaled or otherwise introduced into the human body, other than through topical 

235 administration or application, and that does not cause an altered mental state or other intoxicating 

236 effect when ingested, inhaled or otherwise introduced into the human body, even if the altered 

237 mental state or other intoxicating effect is not among its stated purposes. 

238  Section 331. (a) Topical hemp products may be sold or otherwise transferred in the 

239 commonwealth; provided, however, that a topical hemp product shall not be sold or otherwise 

240 transferred if the topical hemp product is: 

241  (i) advertised as consumable by ingestion, inhalation or otherwise introducible into the 

242 human body other than through topical administration or application;  

243  (ii) advertised as causing or having the ability to cause an altered mental state or other 

244 intoxicating effect when ingested, inhaled or otherwise introduced into the human body;  

245  (iii) in packaging that includes any markings or images indicating that it may cause an 

246 altered mental state or other intoxicating effect;  

247  (iv) in packaging that closely resembles the packaging of candy or other food products 

248 marketed towards children; or  
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249  (v) adulterated; provided, however, that hemp included in a topical hemp product shall 

250 not be considered an adulterant. 

251  Section 332. No product containing any cannabinoid shall be sold or otherwise 

252 transferred in the commonwealth; provided, however, that the following products may be sold or 

253 otherwise transferred in the commonwealth: (i) prescription drugs as defined in section 1 of 

254 chapter 94C; (ii) food ingredients generally recognized as safe by the U.S. Food and Drug 

255 Administration; (iii) marijuana and marijuana products sold pursuant to chapter 94G; (iv) hemp 

256 beverages and hemp beverage products sold pursuant to chapter 94G; (v) consumable CBD 

257 products sold pursuant to chapter 94G; (vi) industrial hemp sold pursuant to chapter 128; and 

258 (vii) topical hemp products sold pursuant to section 331. 

259  Section 333. (a) If a local board of health has reason to suspect a violation of section 331 

260 or 332, the local board of health shall conduct examinations and investigations and may take 

261 samples of products for analysis to determine compliance with sections 331 and 332.  

262  (b)(1) If a local board of health determines through the examination or investigation 

263 pursuant to subsection (a) that a violation of section 331 or 332 occurred, the local board of 

264 health shall take enforcement action. 

265  (2) For a first violation of section 331 or 332, the local board of health shall: (i) remove 

266 from the premises all products in violation of sections 331 and 332 and  destroy said products; 

267 and (ii) provide a written warning to the violating person that repeated violations may result in 

268 revocation of any operating permits and licenses; provided, that the written warning may require 

269 the violating person to complete an informational course that explains the laws and regulations 

270 related to the sale of products that contain cannabinoids.  
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271  (3) For repeated violations of section 331 or 332, the local board of health shall remove 

272 from the premises all products in violation of sections 331 and 332 and destroy said products. 

273 Local boards of health may provide written notice of the violation, within 30 days of a 

274 determination of the violation, to all governmental entities that have issued a permit or license 

275 related to the production or sale of food, alcohol, tobacco, cosmetics, consumable CBD products 

276 or drugs as defined in section 1 of chapter 94C to any violating person.  

277  (c) The department shall promulgate rules or regulations to administer sections 331 and 

278 332 and for enforcement pursuant to this section. Regulations or rules shall establish: (i) civil 

279 administrative fines for repeated violations of sections 331 and 332; (ii) requirements and 

280 programming for any informational course that explains the laws and regulations surrounding the 

281 sale of products that contain cannabinoids that may be required for a person to complete after a 

282 violation; (iii) penalties for a person required to complete an informational course pursuant to 

283 clause (ii) who fails to complete the course within 6 months of receipt of the warning; provided, 

284 that failure to complete said course shall be considered a separate violation; and (iv) an appeals 

285 process for an individual assessed a fine; provided, that an appeal shall be filed not more than 21 

286 days after receipt of the notice of the fine. 

287  (d) Local boards of health shall notify, in writing, all persons within their jurisdiction that 

288 have active permits or licenses relating to food, alcohol, tobacco, cosmetics or drugs as defined 

289 in section 1 of chapter 94C in a timely manner of any changes related to the local board of 

290 health’s enforcement pursuant to this section or any rules established by the local boards of 

291 health related to enforcement.   
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292  (e) Nothing in this section shall be construed to exempt from penalty any person found 

293 responsible for a violation of section 331 or 332 as a result of not receiving a written 

294 communication described in subsection (d); provided, that the local board of health shall have 

295 made a good faith effort to provide the information pursuant to subsection (d).  

296  SECTION 10. Section 1 of chapter 94C of the General Laws, as most recently amended 

297 by section 10 of chapter 186 of the acts of 2024, is hereby further amended by striking out the 

298 definition of “Marihuana” and inserting in its place the following definition:- 

299  “Marihuana”, all parts of the plant Cannabis sativa L., whether growing or not; the seeds 

300 thereof; and resin extracted from any part of the plant; and every compound, manufacture, salt, 

301 derivative, mixture or preparation of the plant, its seeds or resin; provided, this shall not include 

302 the mature stalks of the plant, industrial hemp as defined in section 116 of chapter 128, fiber 

303 produced from the stalks, oil or cake made from the seeds of the plant, any other compound, 

304 manufacture, salt, derivative, mixture or preparation of the mature stalks, except the resin 

305 extracted therefrom, fiber, oil or cake or the sterilized seed of the plant which is incapable of 

306 germination; hemp as defined by section 116 of chapter 128; topical hemp products as defined 

307 by section 330 of chapter 94; consumable CBD product as defined by section 1 chapter 94G; and 

308 hemp beverage and hemp beverage product as defined by section 1 chapter 94G.  

309  SECTION 11. Section 32L of said chapter 94C, as appearing in the 2022 Official Edition, 

310 is hereby amended by striking out, in lines 2, 23, 25, 30, 35, 36 and 45, the figure “2” and 

311 inserting in place thereof, in each instance, the following figure:- 3.  

312  SECTION 12. Section 32M of said chapter 94C, as so appearing, is hereby amended by 

313 striking out, in line 3, the figure “2” and inserting in place thereof the following figure:- 3. 
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314  SECTION 13. Section 34 of said chapter 94C, as so appearing, is hereby amended by 

315 striking out, in line 18, the words “one ounce of marihuana” and inserting in place thereof the 

316 following words:- 2 ounces of marihuana. 

317  SECTION 14. Section 1 of chapter 94G of the General Laws, as so appearing, is hereby 

318 amended by striking out the definition of “Cannabinoid” and inserting in place thereof the 

319 following definition:- 

320  “Cannabinoid”, any small organic molecule capable of interacting, either as an agonist, 

321 antagonist or inhibitor, both reversible and irreversible, of either cannabinoid receptor, including 

322 CB1 and CB2 receptors. 

323  SECTION 15. Said section 1 of said chapter 94G, as so appearing, is hereby further 

324 amended by striking out the definitions of “Consumer”, “Controlling person” and “Commission” 

325 and inserting in place there of the following 4 definitions:- 

326  “Commission”, the Massachusetts cannabis control commission established in section 

327 223 of chapter 6. 

328  “Consumable CBD product”, a product that is to be consumed by humans, by eating or 

329 sublingual application, that contains, or is advertised, labeled or offered for sale as containing, 

330 cannabinoids derived from hemp, which, at most, contains trace amounts of THC. Consumable 

331 CBD products shall not include marijuana products, hemp beverages or hemp beverage products. 

332 Consumable CBD products shall not be considered food as defined in section 1 of chapter 94.  

333  “Consumer”, a person who is at least 21 years of age. 
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334  “Controlling person”, an officer, board member or other individual who has a financial or 

335 voting interest of 10 per cent or greater in a marijuana establishment. 

336  SECTION 16. Said section 1 of said chapter 94G, as so appearing, is hereby further 

337 amended by striking out the definitions of “Hemp”, “Host community”, “Host community 

338 agreement” and “Independent testing laboratory” and inserting in place thereof the following 6 

339 definitions:-  

340  “Hemp”, as defined in section 116 of chapter 128.  

341  “Hemp beverage”, a beverage intended for human consumption that is not an alcoholic 

342 beverage, as defined in section 1 of chapter 138, that contains, or is advertised, labeled or offered 

343 for sale as containing cannabinoids derived from hemp. Hemp beverages shall not be considered 

344 food as defined in section 1 of chapter 94.  

345  “Hemp beverage product”, a hemp beverage in a container intended for retail sale not to 

346 be drunk on premises pursuant to section 28. A hemp beverage product shall not be considered 

347 food as defined in section 1 of chapter 94.  

348  “Host community”, a municipality in which a marijuana establishment or a medical 

349 marijuana establishment is located or in which an applicant has proposed locating a marijuana 

350 establishment or a medical marijuana establishment. 

351  “Host community agreement”, an agreement between a marijuana establishment or a 

352 medical marijuana establishment and a municipality pursuant to subsection (d) of section 3. 

353  “Independent testing laboratory”, a laboratory that is licensed by the commission and is: 

354 (i) accredited to the most current International Organization for Standardization 17025 by a 
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355 third-party accrediting body that is a signatory to the International Laboratory Accreditation 

356 Cooperation mutual recognition arrangement or that is otherwise approved by the commission; 

357 (ii) independent financially from any medical marijuana establishment or any licensee or 

358 marijuana establishment for which it conducts a test; and (iii) qualified to test marijuana in 

359 compliance with regulations promulgated by the commission pursuant to this chapter. 

360  SECTION 17. Said section 1 of said chapter 94G, as so appearing, is hereby further 

361 amended by striking out the definitions of “Manufacture” and “Marijuana” and inserting in place 

362 thereof the following 2 definitions:-  

363  “Manufacture”, to compound, blend, extract, infuse or otherwise make or prepare a 

364 marijuana product, consumable CBD product, hemp beverage or hemp beverage product. 

365  “Marijuana” or “Marihuana”, all parts of any plant of the genus Cannabis, not excepted 

366 below and whether growing or not; the seeds thereof; and resin extracted from any part of the 

367 plant; and every compound, manufacture, salt, derivative, mixture or preparation of the plant, its 

368 seeds or resin including tetrahydrocannabinol as defined in section 1 of chapter 94C; provided, 

369 however, that marijuana shall not include: (i) the mature stalks of the plant, fiber produced from 

370 the stalks, oil or cake made from the seeds of the plant, any other compound, manufacture, salt, 

371 derivative, mixture or preparation of the mature stalks, fiber, oil or cake made from the seeds of 

372 the plant or the sterilized seed of the plant that is incapable of germination; (ii) hemp as defined 

373 by section 116 of chapter 128; (iii) topical hemp products as defined by section 330 of chapter 

374 94; (iv) consumable CBD products, hemp beverages or hemp beverage products; or (v) the 

375 weight of any other ingredient combined with marijuana to prepare topical or oral 

376 administrations, food, drink or other products.  
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377  SECTION 18. Said section 1 of said chapter 94G, as so appearing, is hereby further 

378 amended by striking out the definition of “Medical marijuana treatment center” and inserting in 

379 place thereof the following definition:- 

380  “Medical marijuana establishment”, as defined in section 1 of chapter 94I. 

381  SECTION 19. Said section 1 of said chapter 94G, as so appearing, is hereby further 

382 amended by striking out the definition of “Production batch” and inserting in place thereof the 

383 following 2 definitions:- 

384  “Production batch”, a batch of finished plant material, cannabis resin, cannabis 

385 concentrate, consumable CBD product, hemp beverage product or marijuana-infused product 

386 made at the same time, using the same methods, equipment and ingredients. The licensee or 

387 entity authorized to manufacture consumable CBD products or hemp beverages shall assign and 

388 record a unique, sequential alphanumeric identifier to each production batch for the purposes of 

389 production tracking, product labeling and product recalls. All production batches shall be 

390 traceable to 1 or more cultivation batches, except for production batches of consumable CBD 

391 products and hemp beverage products, which shall be traceable to the transportable hemp 

392 concentrate used to manufacture such products. 

393  “Qualified out-of-state testing laboratory,” a laboratory that is: (i) accredited to the most 

394 current International Organization for Standardization 17025 by a third-party accrediting body 

395 that is a signatory to the International Laboratory Accreditation Cooperation mutual recognition 

396 arrangement or that is otherwise approved by the commission; (ii) independent financially from 

397 any entity for which it conducts a test and any entity that manufactures or sells marijuana or 

398 marijuana products, hemp beverages, hemp beverage products or consumable CBD products; 
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399 (iii) qualified to test hemp beverages, hemp beverage products or consumable CBD products in 

400 compliance with regulations promulgated by the commission pursuant to this chapter, including 

401 but not limited to, a requirement that the entity submit an attestation demonstrating financial 

402 independence as required by this chapter; and (iv) licensed in its home state to test hemp or 

403 cannabis. 

404  SECTION 20. Said section 1 of said chapter 94G, as so appearing, is hereby further 

405 amended by striking out the definition of “Social equity business” and inserting in place thereof 

406 the following definition:- 

407  “Social equity business”, a marijuana establishment or medical marijuana establishment 

408 with not less than 51 per cent majority ownership of individuals who are eligible for the social 

409 equity program under section 22 or whose ownership qualifies it as an economic empowerment 

410 priority applicant as defined by the commission’s regulations promulgated pursuant to section 4.   

411  SECTION 21. Said section 1 of said chapter 94G, as so appearing, is hereby further 

412 amended by inserting after the definition of “Terpenoid” the following definition:- 

413  “Transportable hemp concentrate”, the product of any chemical or physical process 

414 applied to naturally occurring biomass that: (i) concentrates or isolates the cannabinoids 

415 contained in the biomass; (ii) is derived from the hemp plant that, based on sampling that was 

416 collected not more than 30 days before the day on which the hemp plant was harvested, contains 

417 a combined concentration of total THC and any THC analog of less than 0.3 per cent on a dry 

418 weight basis; (iii) has a THC and THC analog concentration total that is less than 20 per cent 

419 when concentrated from the hemp plant to the purified state; and (iv) is intended to be processed 

420 into a hemp beverage product.  
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421  SECTION 22. Section 3 of said chapter 94G, as so appearing, is hereby amended by 

422 striking out, in lines 10, 98 and 99, 103, 106, 111 and 112, 114 and 115, 117, 120 and 121, 127,

426  SECTION 23. Said section 3 of said chapter 94G, as so appearing, is hereby further

428 and inserting in place thereof, in each instance, the following words:- medical marijuana 

429 establishments. 

430  SECTION 24. Said section 3 of said chapter 94G, as so appearing, is hereby further

447  (xxxiv) inspect and test any consumable CBD product being sold at retail pursuant to 

448 section 33; and   

449  (xxxv) limit the total number of licenses available under this chapter and chapter 94I.  

450  SECTION 27. Said section 4 of said chapter 94G, as so appearing, is hereby further 

451 amended by striking out, in lines 169 and 170, 355 and 356 and 357, the words “medical 

452 marijuana treatment center” and inserting in place thereof, in each instance, the following 

453 words:- medical marijuana establishment. 

454  SECTION 28. Said section 4 of said chapter 94G, as so appearing, is hereby further 

455 amended by inserting after the word “commission”, in lines 290 and 291, the following words:- , 

456 including, but not limited to, procedures and requirements to enable the sale of a marijuana 

457 establishment or medical marijuana establishment to a licensee’s employees through an 

458 employee stock ownership plan as defined in section 407(D)(6)(A) of the Employee Retirement 

459 Income Security Act of 1974, codified at 29 U.S.C. 1107(d)(5). 

460  SECTION 29. Said section 4 of said chapter 94G, as so appearing, is hereby further

466 complaints received through the portal established in subsection (m). 

467  SECTION 31. Said section 4 of said chapter 94G, as so appearing, is hereby further

470  SECTION 32. Said section 4 of said chapter 94G, as so appearing, is hereby further

473 submission of complaints concerning suspected violations of this chapter or the commission’s 

474 regulations, including, but not limited to: (i) improper practices by independent testing 

475 laboratories; and (ii) violations of license ownership limitations pursuant to section 16. The 

476 commission shall adopt procedures to review, log and assess all complaints in a timely manner. 

477 The anonymity of complainants shall not preclude the commission from initiating inquiries or

479 The commission may, in addition, maintain a phone line or any other line of communication that 

480 it considers appropriate for the anonymous submission of complaints.

486 commission shall promulgate regulations to establish conversion standards for marijuana

490 is hereby further amended by striking out clause (4) and inserting in place thereof the following 

491 clause:-   

492  (4) giving away or otherwise transferring without remuneration marijuana or marijuana 

493 products to a person 21 years of age or older; provided, however, that the total quantity 

494 transferred shall not exceed an amount equivalent in dry weight to 2 ounces of marijuana flower, 

495 as determined by the commission; provided further, that such transfer shall not be advertised or 

496 otherwise promoted to the public. 

497  SECTION 35. Section 13 of said chapter 94G, as so appearing, is hereby amended by 

498 striking out, in line 12, the figure “1” and inserting in place thereof the following figure:- 2.   

499  SECTION 36. Said section 13 of said chapter 94G, as so appearing, is hereby further 

500 amended by striking out, in line 50, the words “1 ounce but not more than 2” and inserting in 

501 place thereof the following words:- 2 ounces but not more than 3.    

502  SECTION 37. Subsection (c) of section 14A of said chapter 94G, as amended by section 

503 242 of chapter 7 of the acts of 2023, is hereby further amended by striking out the words 
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504 “executive office of housing and economic development” and inserting in place thereof the 

505 following words:- executive office of housing and livable communities. 

506  SECTION 38. Said subsection (c) of said section 14A of said chapter 94G, as so 

507 amended, is hereby further amended by striking out the words “medical marijuana treatment 

508 centers” and inserting in place thereof the following words:- medical marijuana establishments. 

509  SECTION 39. Said chapter 94G is hereby further amended by striking out section 16 and 

510 inserting in place thereof the following section:- 

511  Section 16. (a) No licensee shall be granted more than 6 marijuana retailer licenses, 3 

512 fully integrated medical marijuana treatment center licenses, 3 marijuana product manufacturer 

513 licenses or 3 marijuana cultivator licenses; provided, however, that a licensee may hold 6 

514 marijuana retailer licenses, 3 fully integrated medical marijuana treatment center licenses, 3 

515 marijuana product manufacturer licenses and 3 marijuana cultivator licenses; and provided 

516 further, that a licensee that holds 3 fully integrated medical marijuana treatment center licenses 

517 shall not hold any additional medical marijuana establishment licenses established by the 

518 commission pursuant to section 7 of chapter 94I. 

519  (b) The limitations of subsection (a) shall not apply to: (i) a person functioning solely as a 

520 trustee during or after the sale of a marijuana establishment or medical marijuana establishment 

521 to a licensee’s employees through an employee stock ownership plan as defined in section 

522 407(D)(6)(A) of the Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974, codified at 29 U.S.C. 

523 1107(d)(5); or (ii) a person or entity that possesses a financial interest in the form of equity in a 

524 license of less than 35 per cent.   
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525  SECTION 40. Said chapter 94G is hereby further amended by adding the following 11 

526 sections:-    

527  Section 23. (a) For the purposes of this section, the word “licensee” shall mean any 

528 marijuana establishment licensed pursuant to this chapter, any medical marijuana establishment 

529 licensed pursuant to chapter 94I or any other applicable licensee determined by the commission.  

530  (b) It shall be unlawful for any licensee to receive or extend credit, directly or indirectly, 

531 for marijuana or marijuana products sold or delivered to any licensee except in the usual course 

532 of business and for a period of not more than 60 days. Nothing in this chapter shall require any 

533 licensee to extend credit to any other licensee. If any licensee does not discharge in full any such 

534 indebtedness within such 60-day period, the indebtedness shall be overdue and such licensee 

535 shall be delinquent within the meaning of this section. Within 3 days after a licensee becomes 

536 delinquent, the licensee that extended the credit shall notify the commission and the delinquent 

537 licensee in a manner to be determined by the commission. The notice shall contain the name of 

538 the delinquent licensee, the date of delivery of the marijuana or marijuana products and the 

539 amount of the indebtedness remaining undischarged. Within 5 days after receipt of such notice, 

540 the commission shall review the delinquency report and, upon finding it valid, post the name and 

541 address only of the delinquent licensee in a delinquent list containing the names and addresses of 

542 all delinquent licensees. Such posting shall constitute notice to all licensees of the delinquency of 

543 such licensee. 

544  (c) If a licensee is seriously damaged in its business by riot, insurrection, civil 

545 disturbance, fire, explosion or by an act of God, so-called, the licensee may file an application 

546 with the commission requesting that the provisions of subsection (b) be suspended as to the 
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547 licensee for a reasonable period. The commission shall set down the application for hearing 

548 within 21 days and shall notify all licensees engaged in selling to the applicant of the hearing and 

549 give all interested parties the right to be heard. Pending such hearing, the commission may, after 

550 an investigation and determination that the facts as stated by the licensee in its application would 

551 constitute reasonable grounds for relief, order that such licensee shall not be posted as 

552 delinquent. If the commission finds it is in the public interest to do so, it may suspend the 

553 application of subsection (b) with respect to the applicant for such period as it may consider to be 

554 reasonable and in the public interest. Such action shall not deprive creditors of all legal rights 

555 available to them for the collection of the indebtedness and shall be contingent on such terms and 

556 conditions as the commission shall determine. 

557  (d) No licensee shall sell or deliver, directly or indirectly, marijuana or marijuana 

558 products to a licensee whose name is posted on the delinquent list, except upon full payment 

559 made on or before delivery by certified funds, electronic funds transfer or other payment method 

560 as may be approved by the commission and no licensee that is posted on the delinquent list shall 

561 purchase or accept delivery of any marijuana or marijuana product except upon full payment 

562 made on or before delivery by certified funds, electronic funds transfer or other payment method 

563 as may be approved by the commission. 

564  (e) Upon full discharge of the indebtedness for which a licensee was posted to the 

565 delinquent list, the licensee who filed the letter of notice of delinquency shall, within 24 hours 

566 thereafter, notify the commission of the discharge of the indebtedness. The commission shall 

567 immediately strike the name of the delinquent licensee from the list. The commission shall, by 

568 regulations, prescribe how licensees, other than the 2 concerned, shall be notified of the filing of

571  (f) The commission shall not authorize a change of ownership or control of a licensee on 

572 the delinquent list until all delinquencies are satisfied and the commission has removed the 

573 licensee from the delinquent list under this section, except for approval of court-appointed 

574 receivers or trustees under a voluntary assignment for the benefit of creditors; provided, that 

575 prior approval of such assignment shall be obtained from the commission after notice to all 

576 creditors has been given and reasonable time allowed for objections by all creditors. 

577  (g) Notwithstanding and in lieu of any other penalty in this chapter, any person who 

578 violates this section shall be punished by a fine of not more than $5,000. 

579  (h) The posting list shall be available for inspection by any licensee or a duly authorized 

580 agent only. 

581  Section 24. (a)(1) No hemp beverage product or consumable CBD product shall be sold 

582 in the commonwealth unless such product is registered with the commission.  

583  (2) The commission shall publish and update on its website a publicly available list of 

584 registered hemp beverage products and consumable CBD products. 

585  (b)(1) The commission shall register a hemp beverage product or a consumable CBD 

586 product after submission of an application that demonstrates compliance with this section. The 

587 application shall be in a form and manner determined by the commission. 

588  (2) The application shall include, but shall not be limited to: 

589  (i) the name and address of the applicant; 
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590  (ii) the name and address of the brand or company whose name shall appear on the label 

591 of the hemp beverage product or consumable CBD product; 

592  (iii) the name of the hemp beverage product or consumable CBD product;   

593  (iv) the name and address of the manufacturer of the hemp beverage product or 

594 consumable CBD product; 

595  (v) a complete copy of the front and back of the label that will appear on the hemp 

596 beverage product or consumable CBD product; and   

597  (vi) a certificate of analysis compliant with commission regulations from an independent 

598 testing laboratory, a laboratory registered with the United States Drug Enforcement 

599 Administration that conducts testing under 7 C.F.R. 990.25(g)(3) or a qualified out-of-state 

600 independent testing laboratory for: (A) the production batch for each hemp beverage product or 

601 consumable CBD product; and (B) the transportable hemp concentrate used to manufacture the 

602 hemp beverage product or consumable CBD product. 

603  (3) Any application for registration shall be accompanied by a registration processing fee 

604 in an amount to be determined by the commission. 

605  (4) The commission shall approve or deny such an application within 30 days of receipt 

606 of the application.   

607  (c) The registration shall be subject to suspension or revocation for cause.  

608  (d) The commission may conduct tests to ensure that any claim made by an applicant 

609 about a hemp beverage product or a consumable CBD product is accurate.  
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610  (e) The commission shall establish an off-the-shelf testing program for hemp beverage 

611 products not to be drunk on premises under section 15 of chapter 138 and pursuant to section 28. 

612 The commission shall notify the alcoholic beverages control commission of any: (i) updates to 

613 the publicly available list of registered hemp beverage products pursuant to paragraph (2) of 

614 subsection (a); and (ii) products being sold in violation of the commission’s regulations or this 

615 chapter. 

616  (f) The commission shall establish an off-the-shelf testing program for consumable CBD 

617 products sold at retail pursuant to section 33. The commission may revoke or suspend a 

618 consumable hemp manufacturer, wholesaler or retailer endorsement following a determination of 

619 a violation of this section or sections 31 through 33, inclusive.  

620  Section 25. (a) The commission shall promulgate regulations consistent with this chapter 

621 to administer the regulation of hemp beverages, hemp beverage products and consumable CBD 

622 products sold in the commonwealth. 

623  (b) The regulations shall include, but shall not be limited to:  

624  (i) a maximum amount of cannabinoids per hemp beverage product container; provided, 

625 however, that such maximum amount of total THC per container established by the commission 

626 shall be 5 milligrams per container or shall equal the container limit for marijuana beverage 

627 products established by the commission under this chapter, whichever is greater; 

628  (ii) requirements for the size and form of hemp beverage product containers and 

629 consumable CBD products; provided, however, that the minimum size of each hemp beverage 

630 product container shall be not less than 11 ounces;

631  (iii) requirements and standards sufficient to ensure that cannabinoids present in 

632 transportable hemp concentrate, hemp beverages, hemp beverage products and consumable CBD 

633 products were naturally produced; 

634  (iv) requirements for the manufacture, packaging and labeling of hemp beverages, hemp 

635 beverage products and consumable CBD products intended to be sold or offered for sale in the 

636 commonwealth; provided, that, when applicable, these standards shall be as strict or stricter than 

637 the standards adopted for marijuana product manufacturers adopted by the commission; 

638  (v) testing standards for the certificate of analysis required by this section for 

639 transportable hemp concentrate and batches of hemp beverage products and consumable CBD 

640 products, including, but not limited to analysis to characterize the cannabinoid profile and 

641 chemical contaminants;  

642  (vi) standards for qualified out-of-state testing laboratories; 

643  (vii) procedures for off-the-shelf testing of hemp beverage products; and 

644  (viii) standards for determining trace amounts of THC in consumable CBD products. 

645  Section 26. (a) No person shall manufacture a hemp beverage that is intended to be sold 

646 or offered for sale in the commonwealth unless such person holds a hemp beverage manufacturer 

647 endorsement or a certificate of compliance issued by the commission. The commission may 

648 impose a fine of not more than $10,000 on a person that advertises, announces, establishes, 

649 maintains or is concerned in establishing or maintaining a hemp beverage manufacturing 

650 operation in the commonwealth without an endorsement granted by the commission. Each day 
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651 during which a violation continues shall constitute a separate offense. The commission may 

652 conduct surveys and investigations to enforce compliance.  

653  (b)(1) The commission shall issue for a term of 1 year, and renew for a like term, an 

654 endorsement to manufacture hemp beverages to an entity that submits to the commission, in a 

655 form and manner prescribed by the commission, an application that demonstrates eligibility for 

656 an endorsement. The commission shall not issue an endorsement under this section unless the 

657 applicant holds an unencumbered license to: (i) manufacture alcoholic beverages issued under 

658 chapter 138; or (ii) manufacture marijuana-infused products issued under this chapter or chapter 

659 94I. The commission shall approve or deny such an application within 30 days of receipt of the 

660 application.  

661  (2) Such an endorsement shall be subject to suspension, revocation or refusal to renew for 

662 cause. 

663  (3) Any application for an endorsement, or renewal thereof, shall be accompanied by an 

664 application processing fee in the amount of $5,000. 

665  (c)(1) The commission shall issue a certificate of compliance to an out-of-state entity 

666 authorized by its home state to manufacture or distribute alcoholic beverages or products 

667 containing cannabinoids derived from hemp if: (i) the entity submitted an application in 

668 compliance with regulations promulgated by the commission; (ii) the applicant satisfies the 

669 requirements established by the commission; (iii) the applicant is in compliance with this chapter 

670 and the regulations promulgated by the commission; and (iv) the applicant has paid the required 

671 fee. The certificate shall be issued upon the condition that the holder shall furnish, when 

672 requested, information concerning all shipments or sales of hemp beverage products made by the 
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673 holder into the commonwealth. The commission shall issue a certificate of compliance within 30 

674 days of submission of an application.  

675  (2) The commission may suspend, cancel or revoke any certificate issued hereunder for a 

676 violation of the terms or conditions thereof.  

677  (3) All certificates shall be issued to expire December 31 of the year of issuance and the 

678 fee shall be not less than $200.  

679  (d) No holder of a hemp beverage manufacturer endorsement or certificate of compliance 

680 shall sell a hemp beverage or hemp beverage product to any person in the commonwealth unless 

681 such person holds an endorsement or certificate of compliance from the commission to 

682 manufacture hemp beverages or a license to import all alcoholic beverages at wholesale issued 

683 under section 18 of chapter 138. 

684  (e) A holder of a hemp beverage manufacturer endorsement may utilize existing facilities 

685 and equipment to manufacture hemp beverages and hemp beverage products in accordance with 

686 regulations promulgated by the commission. No hemp beverage manufacturer shall obtain any 

687 hemp for the purpose of manufacturing any hemp beverage that is intended to be manufactured, 

688 sold or offered for sale in the commonwealth unless such hemp is in the form of transportable 

689 hemp concentrate, and no such hemp beverage manufacturer shall use any hemp other than 

690 transportable hemp concentrate to manufacture any such hemp beverage or hemp beverage 

691 product.  

692  Section 27. (a) No person shall sell a hemp beverage product at wholesale in the 

693 commonwealth unless such person holds a license to import all alcoholic beverages at wholesale 

694 issued under section 18 of chapter 138. The commission may impose a fine of not more than 
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695 $10,000 on any person that advertises, announces, establishes, maintains or is concerned in 

696 establishing or maintaining a hemp beverage wholesaler operation without a license. Each day 

697 during which a violation continues shall constitute a separate offense.  

698  (b) No holder of a license to import all alcoholic beverages at wholesale issued under 

699 section 18 of chapter 138 shall sell a hemp beverage product to any person unless such person 

700 holds a license to sell all alcoholic beverages not to be drunk on premises under section 15 of 

701 chapter 138.  

702  (c) The commission may conduct surveys and investigations to enforce this section. 

703  Section 28. (a) No person shall sell or offer for sale, at retail, a hemp beverage product 

704 unless such person holds a license to sell all alcoholic beverages not to be drunk on premises 

705 under section 15 of chapter 138. No hemp beverage product shall be sold or offered for sale, at 

706 retail, to any individual by way of any indirect means, including, but not limited to, by way of 

707 mail or any telephonic or other electronic means. The commission may impose a fine of not 

708 more than $10,000 on a person that advertises, announces, establishes, maintains or is concerned 

709 in establishing or maintaining a retail establishment that sells or offers for sale, at retail, hemp 

710 beverage products in violation of this section. Each day during which a violation continues shall 

711 constitute a separate offense.  

712  (b) No holder of a license to sell all alcohol beverages not to be drunk on premises under 

713 section 15 of chapter 138 shall purchase hemp beverage products to be sold at retail from any 

714 person unless such person holds a license to import all alcoholic beverages at wholesale issued 

715 under section 18 of chapter 138. 

716  (c) The commission may conduct surveys and investigations to enforce this section. 
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717  Section 29. No hemp beverage product shall be sold to any individual who is younger 

718 than 21 years of age. No owner, agent or employee of a business authorized to sell hemp 

719 beverage products shall sell any hemp beverage products to an individual without first verifying 

720 the individual’s age with a valid government-issued driver’s license or identity card to establish 

721 that such individual is 21 years of age or older.  

722  Section 30. (a) A hemp beverage product excise tax shall be levied on all hemp beverage 

723 products at a rate of $4.05 per gallon. Manufacturers under section 26 shall file their tax at a 

724 schedule specified by the department of revenue and pay for products manufactured in the 

725 commonwealth for sale in the commonwealth. Out-of-state wholesalers of businesses shall file at 

726 a schedule specified by the department of revenue and pay for hemp beverage products shipped 

727 into the commonwealth for sale in the commonwealth. Hemp beverage products shall be exempt 

728 from sales tax. Hemp beverage products stored or manufactured in the commonwealth intended 

729 for or sold outside of the commonwealth shall not be subject to an excise tax under this section. 

730  (b) The administration of the tax imposed by this section shall be vested in the 

731 commissioner of revenue and governed by chapter 62C. All sums received under sections 23 to 

732 28, inclusive, including all sums received as penalties, forfeitures, interest, costs of suits and 

733 fines, less all amounts allowed as refunds and abatements under sections 23 to 28, inclusive, 

734 shall be credited to the General Fund.  

735  Section 31. (a) No person shall manufacture a consumable CBD product that is intended 

736 to be sold or offered for sale in the commonwealth unless such person holds a consumable CBD 

737 manufacturer endorsement or a certificate of compliance issued by the commission. The 

738 commission may impose a fine of not more than $10,000 on a person that advertises, announces, 
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739 establishes, maintains or is concerned in establishing or maintaining a consumable CBD product 

740 manufacturing operation in the commonwealth without an endorsement granted by the 

741 commission. Each day during which a violation continues shall constitute a separate offense.  

742  (b)(1) The commission shall issue for a term of 1 year, and renew for a like term, an 

743 endorsement to manufacture consumable CBD products to an entity that submits to the 

744 commission, in a form and manner prescribed by the commission, an application that 

745 demonstrates eligibility for an endorsement. The commission shall not issue an endorsement 

746 unless the applicant holds an unencumbered license to manufacture marijuana-infused products 

747 issued under this chapter or chapter 94I. The commission shall approve or deny such an 

748 application within 30 days of receipt of the application.  

749  (2) Such an endorsement shall be subject to suspension, revocation or refusal to renew for 

750 cause. 

751  (3) Any application for an endorsement, or renewal thereof, shall be accompanied by an 

752 application processing fee in the amount of $5,000.  

753  (c)(1) The commission shall issue a certificate of compliance to an out-of-state entity 

754 authorized by its home state to manufacture or distribute products containing cannabinoids 

755 derived from hemp if the entity has submitted an application in compliance with regulations 

756 made by the commission, the applicant satisfies the requirements established by the commission, 

757 the applicant is in compliance with this chapter and the regulations made by the commission and 

758 the applicant has paid the required fee. The certificate shall be issued upon the condition that the 

759 holder shall furnish, when requested, information concerning all shipments or sales of CBD 
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760 consumable products made by the holder into the commonwealth. The commission shall issue a 

761 certificate of compliance within 30 days of submission of an application. 

762  (2) The commission may suspend, cancel or revoke any certificate issued hereunder for a 

763 violation of the terms or conditions thereof.  

764  (3) All certificates shall be issued to expire December 31 of the year of issuance and the 

765 fee shall be not less than $200. 

766  (d) No holder of a consumable CBD manufacturer endorsement or certificate of 

767 compliance shall sell a consumable CBD product to any person in the commonwealth unless 

768 such person holds an endorsement or certificate of compliance from the commission to 

769 manufacture consumable CBD products or an endorsement to sell CBD products at wholesale.  

770  (e) A holder of a consumable CBD manufacturer endorsement may utilize existing 

771 facilities and equipment to manufacture consumable CBD products in accordance with 

772 regulations promulgated by the commission. No consumable CBD product manufacturer shall 

773 obtain any hemp for the purpose of manufacturing any consumable CBD product that is intended 

774 to be manufactured, sold or offered for sale in the commonwealth unless such hemp is in the 

775 form of transportable hemp concentrate, and no such consumable CBD product manufacturer 

776 shall use hemp other than in the form of transportable hemp concentrate to manufacture any such 

777 CBD consumable product.  

778  (f) The commission may conduct surveys and investigations to enforce this section.   

779  Section 32. (a) No person shall sell a consumable CBD product at wholesale in the 

780 commonwealth unless such person holds a consumable CBD product wholesaler endorsement 
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781 issued by the commission. The commission may impose a fine of not more than $10,000 on any 

782 person that advertises, announces, establishes, maintains or is concerned in establishing or 

783 maintaining a consumable CBD product wholesaler without an endorsement granted by the 

784 commission. Each day during which a violation continues shall constitute a separate offense.  

785  (b)(1) The commission shall issue for a term of 1 year, and renew for a like term, an 

786 endorsement to sell consumable CBD products at wholesale to an entity that submits to the 

787 commission, in a form and manner prescribed by the commission, an application that 

788 demonstrates eligibility for an endorsement under this section. The commission shall not issue an 

789 endorsement under this section unless the applicant holds an unencumbered license to sell 

790 consumable CBD products at wholesale issued under section 67 of chapter 62C. The commission 

791 shall approve or deny such an application within 30 days of submission.  

792  (2) Such an endorsement shall be subject to suspension, revocation or refusal to renew for 

793 cause.  

794  (3) Any application for a consumable CBD product wholesaler endorsement, or renewal 

795 thereof, shall be accompanied by an application processing fee in the amount of $5,000.  

796  (c) No holder of a consumable CBD product wholesaler endorsement shall sell a 

797 consumable CBD product to any person unless such person holds an endorsement from the 

798 commission to sell consumable CBD products at retail or wholesale under this chapter.  

799  (d) The commission may conduct surveys and investigations to enforce this section. 

800  Section 33. (a) No person shall sell, or offer for sale, at retail a consumable CBD product 

801 unless such person holds a consumable CBD product retailer endorsement issued by the 
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802 commission. No consumable CBD product shall be sold, or offered for sale, at retail to any 

803 individual by way of any indirect means, including, but not limited to, by way of mail or any 

804 telephonic or other electronic means. The commission may impose a fine of not more than 

805 $10,000 on a person that advertises, announces, establishes, maintains or is concerned in 

806 establishing or maintaining a retail establishment that sells, or offers for sale, at retail 

807 consumable CBD products in violation of this subsection. Each day during which a violation 

808 continues shall constitute a separate offense.  

809  (b)(1) The commission shall issue for a term of 1 year, and renew for a like term, an 

810 endorsement to sell consumable CBD products at retail to an entity that submits to the 

811 commission, in a form and manner prescribed by the commission, an application that 

812 demonstrates eligibility for such an endorsement under this section. The commission shall 

813 approve or deny such an application within 30 days of receipt of the application.   

814  (2) Such an endorsement shall be subject to suspension, revocation or refusal to renew for 

815 cause.  

816  (3) Any application for a consumable CBD product retailer endorsement, or renewal 

817 thereof, shall be accompanied by an application processing fee in the amount of $5,000. 

818  (c) The commission shall not issue an endorsement under this section unless the applicant 

819 holds an unencumbered license to sell consumable CBD products at retail under section 67 of 

820 chapter 62C.  

821  (d) No holder of a consumable CBD product retailer endorsement shall purchase 

822 consumable CBD products to be sold at retail from any person unless such person holds an 

823 endorsement to sell wholesale consumable CBD products issued by the commission. 
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824  (e) The commission may conduct surveys and investigations to enforce this section.  

825  SECTION 41. Section 1 of chapter 94I of the General Laws, as appearing in the 2022 

826 Official Edition, is hereby amended by striking out the definition of “Card holder” and inserting 

827 in place thereof the following definition:- 

828  “Card holder”, a registered qualifying patient, personal caregiver or agent of a medical 

829 marijuana establishment who has been issued and possesses a valid registration card. 

830  SECTION 42. Said section 1 of said chapter 94I, as so appearing, is hereby further 

831 amended by striking out, in line 16, the words “section 76 of chapter 10” and inserting in place 

832 thereof the following words:- section 223 of chapter 6.  

833  SECTION 43. Said section 1 of said chapter 94I, as so appearing, is hereby further 

834 amended by striking out the definition of “Cultivation registration” and inserting in place thereof 

835 the following definition:- 

836  “Cultivation registration”, a registration issued to a medical marijuana establishment to 

837 grow medical use marijuana under the terms of this chapter, or to a qualified patient or personal 

838 caregiver.   

839  SECTION 44. Said section 1 of said chapter 94I, as so appearing, is hereby further 

840 amended by inserting after the definition of “Electronic certification” the following definition:-  

841  “Fully integrated medical marijuana treatment center”, an entity licensed by the 

842 commission with the ability to cultivate, manufacture, process and sell medical use marijuana to 

843 qualifying patients, personal caregivers and medical marijuana establishments. 
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844  SECTION 45. Said section 1 of said chapter 94I, as so appearing, is hereby further 

845 amended by striking out the definition of “Locked area” and inserting in place thereof the 

846 following definition:- 

847  “Locked area”, a closet, room, greenhouse or other indoor or outdoor area equipped with 

848 locks or other security devices, accessible only to registered and authorized medical marijuana 

849 establishment employees, registered qualifying patients or registered personal caregivers.   

850  SECTION 46. Said section 1 of said chapter 94I, as so appearing, is hereby further 

851 amended by striking out the definitions “Medical marijuana treatment center”, “Medical use 

852 marijuana”, “Medical use marijuana license” and “Medical use marijuana licensee”, and

854  “Medical marijuana establishment”, a fully integrated medical marijuana treatment center 

855 or any other type of licensed medical use of marijuana-related business. 

856  “Medical use marijuana”, marijuana or marijuana accessories sold by a medical 

857 marijuana establishment to a card holder for medical use, or marijuana or marijuana accessories 

858 possessed by a qualifying patient under a cultivation registration. 

859  SECTION 47. Said section 1 of said chapter 94I, as so appearing, is hereby further

862  “Registration card”, a personal identification card issued by the commission to a

927  “Hemp”, the plant of the genus cannabis and any part of the plant, whether growing or

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930 tetrahydrocannabinol and tetrahydrocannabinolic acid in any part of the plant of the genus

932 State and Tribal Hemp Plan under 7 U.S.C. § 1639p or the Department of Agriculture plan under 

933 7 U.S.C. § 1639q. 

934  SECTION 57. Section 34C of chapter 138 of the General Laws, as so appearing, is 

935 hereby amended by inserting after the word “beverages”, in lines 3 and 4, the following words:- 

936 or hemp beverage products, as defined in section 1 of chapter 94G. 

937  SECTION 58. Said chapter 138 is hereby further amended by adding the following 

938 section:- 

939  Section 80. A licensee under section 15, may sell hemp beverage products, as defined in 

940 section 1 of chapter 94G consistent with section 15 and section 28 of chapter 94G. A licensee 

941 under section 18, may import hemp beverage products consistent with section 18 and section 27 

942 of chapter 94G. The commission may promulgate regulations to implement this section. 

943  SECTION 59. The Massachusetts cannabis control commission shall study and report on 

944 patterns of cannabis use in the commonwealth. The commission shall study: (i) patterns of use, 

945 methods of consumption, sources of purchase and general perceptions of marijuana among 

946 minors, college and university students and adults; (ii) incidents of impaired driving; and (iii) 

947 incidents of hospitalization and the use of other health care services related to marijuana use. 

948 Based on findings of the study, the commission shall report on the: (i) science of identifying a 

949 quantifiable level of marijuana-induced impairment of motor vehicle operation; (ii) financial 

950 impacts to the state healthcare system for hospitalizations related to marijuana use; and (iii)

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952 available data into the report, including, but not limited to, data obtained pursuant to subsection

958 outside expert with an expertise in economic analysis to study businesses licensed pursuant to

960 granted under said chapters 94G and 94I, the adequacy of cannabis supply for patients and 

961 consumers, whether an oversupply harms market participants and the adequacy of the 

962 commission’s enforcement of its regulations with respect to cultivation tiers. Not later than July 

963 1, 2027, the commission shall publish the results of the study on its website and submit a copy of 

964 the report to the clerks of the house of representatives and the senate and to the joint committee 

965 on cannabis policy. 

966  SECTION 61. The Massachusetts cannabis control commission, in collaboration with the 

967 cannabis advisory board, shall review its rules and regulations to ensure that those rules and 

968 regulations are based on the most recent standards in a manner consistent with the stated 

969 objectives of paragraph 1 of subsection (a) of section 15 of chapter 94G of the General Laws and 

970 report the findings from the review to the governor, the clerks of the house of representatives and 

971 the senate, the joint committee on cannabis policy and the cannabis advisory board not later than

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973  SECTION 62. Not later than July 1, 2026, the Massachusetts cannabis control 

974 commission, in collaboration with the cannabis advisory board, shall review its rules and 

975 regulations regarding: (i) workplace safety, including, but not limited to, air quality and first 

976 responder access; and (ii) enforcement and investigation protocols promulgated pursuant to 

977 clauses (xv) and (xxiii) of subsection (a1/2) of section 4 of chapter 94G of the General Laws. Not 

978 later than July 1, 2027, the commission shall report its findings to the governor, the clerks of the 

979 house of representatives and the senate, the joint committee on cannabis policy and the cannabis 

980 advisory board. 

981  SECTION 63. Not later than 12 months after the effective date of this act, the 

982 Massachusetts cannabis control commission shall conduct a targeted audit and compliance 

983 review of marijuana establishments and medical marijuana treatment centers to evaluate 

984 adherence to the ownership and control limitations pursuant to section 16 of chapter 94G of the 

985 General Laws. The commission shall prioritize reviews based on license type, risk indicators and 

986 prior compliance history. Not later than 18 months from the effective date of this act, the

994 until 24 months after the effective date of this act, or more than 5 retail licenses until 36 months 

995 after the effective date of this act; and provided further, that the commission shall give priority 
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996 consideration to applications pertaining to the licenses of social equity businesses, Massachusetts 

997 minority business enterprises, women business enterprises or veteran business enterprises with 

998 valid certification from the supplier diversity office of the operational services division.  

999  SECTION 65. (a) Notwithstanding section 16 of chapter 94G of the General Laws and 

1000 chapter 94I of the General Laws or any other general or special law to the contrary, all medical 

1001 marijuana establishment licenses that are not fully integrated medical marijuana treatment 

1002 centers shall be limited on an exclusive basis to social equity businesses for a period of 36 

1003 months from the date that the first of such license types receive a notice to commence operations; 

1004 provided, however, that the Massachusetts cannabis control commission may vote to extend the 

1005 exclusivity period following an evidence-based determination that the goal of the exclusivity 

1006 period to promote and encourage full participation in the regulated medical marijuana industry 

1007 by people from communities that have previously been disproportionately harmed by marijuana 

1008 prohibition and enforcement of the law has not been met. 

1009  (b) If data collected by the commission demonstrates progress toward the goals and 

1010 objectives of the exclusivity period as set forth in subsection (a) and the demand by registered 

1011 qualifying patients is likely to exceed the supply that could be provided by businesses that meet 

1012 the exclusivity requirements during the exclusivity period, the commission may vote during the 

1013 exclusivity period to allow the following additional businesses to own medical marijuana 

1014 establishments: (i) craft marijuana cooperatives as defined in 935 CMR 500.002; (ii) 

1015 Massachusetts minority business enterprises; (iii) women business enterprises; and (iv) veteran 

1016 business enterprises; provided, that businesses pursuant to clauses (ii) through (iv), inclusive, 

1017 shall have valid certification from the supplier diversity office pursuant to section 61 of chapter 7 

1018 of the General Laws. 
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1019  SECTION 66. Not later than 90 days after the effective date of this act, local boards of 

1020 health shall communicate, in writing, information regarding the requirements of sections 330 to 

1021 333, inclusive, of chapter 94 of the General Laws and the penalties for violations to persons 

1022 within their jurisdiction who may be impacted by said sections 330 to 333, inclusive, of said 

1023 chapter 94. 

1024  SECTION 67. Notwithstanding section 76 of chapter 10 of the General Laws or any other 

1025 general or special law to the contrary, the terms of all commissioners serving on the 

1026 Massachusetts cannabis control commission as of May 28, 2025 shall terminate on the effective 

1027 date of this act. Commissioners shall thereafter be appointed by the governor pursuant to section 

1028 223 of chapter 6 of the General Laws not later than 30 days after the effective date of this act.  

1029  SECTION 68. All members of the cannabis advisory board shall remain members until 

1030 the expiration of their terms. The members thereafter shall be appointed by the governor for a 

1031 term of 2 years pursuant to section 224 of chapter 6 of the General Laws. 

1032  SECTION 69. The alcoholic beverages control commission shall promulgate or amend 

1033 regulations as necessary to be consistent with this act not later than 1 year after the effective date 

1034 of this act. 

1035  SECTION 70. The Massachusetts cannabis control commission shall promulgate or 

1036 amend regulations as necessary to be consistent with this act not later than 1 year after the 

1037 effective date of this act. 

1038  SECTION 71. The Massachusetts department of revenue shall promulgate or amend 

1039 regulations as necessary to be consistent with this act not later than 1 year after the effective date 

1040 of this act.
