SUMMARY:

establishes a Veteran's Hall of Fame Commission to study the feasibility of creating a veterans' hall of fame in the Commonwealth. The commission will consist of 11 members, including legislative leaders, officials from the National Guard and the Department of Veterans' Services, and two honorably discharged veterans appointed by the governor.
The commission's responsibilities include:
· Reviewing the feasibility and costs of establishing a veterans' hall of fame.
· Analyzing methods and criteria for nominating and inducting veterans from the Commonwealth.
The commission will submit its findings and recommendations to the clerks of the House and Senate by December 31, 2026. Members will serve without compensation, but may receive funding for their work from the Department of Veterans' Services.
