CURRENT LAW:
​ ​Chapter 115, Section 6 of the Massachusetts General Laws pertains to the reimbursement of cities and towns for veterans' benefits. It outlines the procedures for local governments to report expenditures related to veterans' benefits to the Secretary.
· Cities and towns had to be reimbursed for eligible veterans' benefits expenditures “on or before November tenth in the year after such expenditures.”
  
SUMMARY:
Reimbursement would occur “no later than 6 months after the date on which such expenditures are certified by the secretary.”
