CURRENT LAW:
If a veteran receives more Chapter 115 benefits, that increase could count as income for other assistance programs (housing, SNAP, Medicaid), potentially reducing eligibility or benefit levels.

SUMMARY:
Amends Section 5 of Chapter 115 of the Massachusetts General Laws by adding a provision stating that any increase in existing veterans’ benefits provided under this section would not be counted when calculating eligibility or benefits for public housing or any other public assistance program
