CURRENT LAW:
Section 100A of Chapter 32 governs public employee survivor benefits for killed-in-the-line-of-duty deaths, ensuring that the eligible family of a deceased employee can receive certain benefits.


SUMMARY:
Adds a new paragraph clarifying the benefits apply regardless of whether the death occurred in combat or in some other capacity while on active duty (training accident, illness, non-combat operational death).
