M.G.L. Chapter 118E establishes the executive office for health and human services.  
M.G.L. Chapter 118E establishes senior care options initiative; senior care organizations; enrollment choices; advisory committee; reports.   
M.G.L. Chapter 111 governs public health including regulation and oversight of hospitals, nursing facilities, and similar initiatives.  
M.G.L. Chapter 111 § 71 establishes the licensing of convalescent and nursing homes, infirmaries, etc. 

	SUMMARY
H.788 requires for MassHealth Senior Care Options programs that contract with MassHealth to provide and coordinate services to reimburse nursing homes for care and services provided to a MassHealth member at an amount no less than the Medicaid fee-for-service payments rates. Requires reimbursement payments to include room and board and all rate add-ons. 
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
