SUMMARY:

Amends Massachusetts tax law to provide a lifetime income tax exemption for former prisoners of war (POWs). Specifically, it exempts from state income tax any income received by an individual who was regularly appointed, enrolled, enlisted, or inducted into the U.S. military and was captured and held as a prisoner by an enemy during an armed conflict. The exemption applies for the duration of the former POW’s life.
