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	SUMMARY
The MWRA may provide sewer services through Norwood to a 3.45-acre property at 313 and 317 Norwood Street and 5 Edge Hill Road in Sharon. The property, currently owned by the Morandi Family Realty Trust and under contract for sale to Sunrise Development, Inc., is described as Lots 1, 2, and 3 on a recorded plan. Sewer discharges will be limited to 10,000 gallons per day unless additional volume is approved. The property may be serviced similarly to other properties in the MWRA district, with all costs for engineering, design, and construction borne by Sunrise Development, Inc. or its successor.
The sewer connection to Norwood’s infrastructure and the provision of sewer services will begin only after the MWRA's board of directors approves the connection. Additionally, the necessary approvals must be obtained from the community of origin, the transporting community, relevant local and state regulatory bodies, and the MWRA's advisory board.
