CURRENT LAW: 
M.G.L. c. 15A — This chapter deals with the state system of higher education, including laying out the duties of the Board of Higher Education, scholarships and financial aid, and administration of the UMASS system, state universities, and community colleges. 
SUMMARY: 
This bill directs the Department of Higher Education to promulgate regulations creating a standard whereby college credit is guaranteed at state institutions for students who achieve a score of 3 or higher on advanced placement exams.
