CURRENT LAW:  
M.G.L. c. 15A — Public Education  
SUMMARY:  
This bill grants the Board of Higher Education the authority to mandate that public higher education institutions provide financial literacy counseling relative to student loans and other college expenses. It also gives the Board the authority to distribute a college financing plan developed by the federal Consumer Financial Protection Bureau and the U.S. Department of Education, which would include information such as cost of attendance, transportation, and opportunities for grants and scholarships. The Board is further authorized to promulgate regulations to carry out this section.
