CURRENT LAW:  
M.G.L. c. 66 —Public Records 
M.G.L. c.15A, § 5 – Public institutions of higher education system: this section establishes the 29 public institutions of higher education, comprised of community colleges, state universities, and the University of Massachusetts.  
SUMMARY:  
This bill adds a new section to Chapter 66 to exempt public and municipal colleges and universities from any requirement to produce “education records” or “directory information” as defined in the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (“FERPA”) except when requested by federal, state, or municipal employees.  
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
