SUMMARY: 
This bill adds a new paragraph to Chapter 15A, Section 9, as well as a new section to Chapter 69, to ban any institution of higher education authorized to grant degrees by the Board of Higher Education (both public and private) from considering an applicant’s familial relationship to a graduate of the institution when deciding whether to grant admission. Institutions are also banned from including in any of the documents used to consider an applicant for admission the name of any college or university that a relative of the applicant attended.
