M.G.L. c. 69—Powers and Duties of the Department of Elementary and Secondary Education. 
SUMMARY: 
This bill adds a new section to Ch. 69 which mandates that when making decisions about admissions, scholarships, grants, etc., all public institutions of higher education must give priority to students whose biological parents have died or had their parental rights terminated due to abuse or neglect and have been adopted by a blood relative or assigned a guardian by the court.
