CURRENT LAW:  
M.G.L. c. 15A, § 5 — Public Institutions of Higher Education: This section establishes the 29 public institutions of higher education, which comprises the UMASS system, 9 state universities, and 15 community colleges. 
SUMMARY:  
This bill prohibits all public institutions of higher education in Massachusetts from increasing tuition or fees above the levels charged during the 2022–2023 academic year. The tuition and fee freeze will take effect at the start of the 2025–2026 academic year and will remain in place through the end of the 2029–2030 academic year. After that, the restriction will be automatically repealed. 
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
