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SUMMARY: 
The bill requires any public, private, or charter school (prekindergarten through grade 12), as well as any public or private institution of higher education, in the Commonwealth to list comprehensive food and nutritional information for students who require medically restricted diets (such as celiac disease or food allergies) on their website in an easily accessible section. The websites must include the following information:
· Policies and procedures for safe food handling of gluten-free and allergen-free foods;
· Monthly gluten-free and allergen-free menus and nutritional information;
· How to enroll and access said meals; 
· Contact information for food service personnel; and 
· Contact information for disability and accessibility services.
