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	SUMMARY
This legislation requires food service providers to only provide single-use food serviceware or single-use condiments to customers upon request. If requested, the provider may charge an additional 75 cent fee per transaction, 100% of which will be retained by the restaurant/food service provider. Single-use food serviceware and single-use condiments cannot be bundled or packaged in a manner that prevents consumers from taking only the type of item desired. Additional sections pertain to drive-thru consumers as well as walk-through consumers within public-use airports.  
Similarly, the bill includes sections pertaining to third-party food delivery platforms. A third-party food delivery platform may charge a 75 cent fee for the items per transaction, and 100% of this fee will be remitted to the restaurant by the platform. If no single-use food serviceware or single-use condiments are selected, no such items shall be provided by the food service provider or the third-party delivery platform. 
New food service establishments are prohibited from being granted business licenses unless they can demonstrate that, for all on-premise dining, they will only serve food or beverages using reusable food serviceware. New food service establishments may still provide single-use paper food wrappers, foil wrappers, napkins, straws, paper tray- and plate-liners for on-premise dining, and they may still provide single-use food serviceware and single-use condiments for take-out food upon consumer request. 
Immediately upon enactment, DEP will promulgate rules and regulations for the implementation and enforcement of these provisions, and for conducting education and outreach to consumers, food service providers, and third-party food delivery platforms regarding the requirements of this legislation. Food service providers and third-party food delivery platforms will be subject to a written notice for a first violation, an administrative fine of $50 for a second violation, and an administrative fine of $150 for each subsequent violation. All fines collected pursuant to this legislation will be used by DEP as part of the Reduce, Reuse, Repair Micro-Grant program.
