	SUMMARY 
This bill requires the Executive Office of Energy and Environmental Affairs (EEA) to develop impact statements and details costs from any  new or additional financial obligations on cities, towns, or local districts - such as water or sewer authorities - and provide state funding or support. The bill would prohibit state agencies under EEA from mandating infrastructure upgrades, environmental compliance measures, or administrative costs paid for by municipal ratepayers unless the state provides the necessary resources to offset those costs.
