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	SUMMARY 
This bill establishes a Special Commission on Climate Change Staffing to assess the staffing and resources needed for effective regional climate change planning in support of the Commonwealth’s 2050 Clean Energy and Climate Plan. 
The 17-member commission - comprising state officials, legislative leaders, and representatives from all 13 Massachusetts regional planning agencies - will evaluate current regional and local climate staffing, identify gaps, and develop recommendations to ensure communities are adequately supported. Special attention will be given to regional representation, ensuring rural, suburban, and urban areas have equitable access to technical, financial, and implementation assistance. The commission must submit its findings and recommendations by July 31, 2026.
