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SUMMARY

This bill amends Chapter 131 (Inland Fisheries and Game and Other Natural Resources) of MGL. This legislation allows a person to hunt with a bow and arrow from an elevated tree stand not less than 250 feet from any dwelling in use except as authorized by the owner or occupant. A person cannot carry or use a bow and arrow or crossbow while hunting unless they meet the requirements set by the Director of Fisheries and Wildlife.

Additionally, this bill states that the hunting of deer by bow and arrow is permitted on any date, including a Sunday or legal holiday, that the Director of Fisheries and Wildlife declares as an open season. This bill also further explains what constitutes an “open season”.
