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SUMMARY

This bill amends Section 66 (Shotgun shells, load) of Chapter 131 (Inland Fisheries and Game and Other Natural Resources) of MGL, by striking the section in its entirety and replacing it with new language. This new language states that the Director of the Division of Fisheries and Wildlife, under the control of the Fisheries and Wildlife Board, can set regulations for the use and possession of shotgun ammunition types for the purpose of hunting.
