CURRENT LAW:	Chapter 29 of the General Laws establishes different funds, trusts, and other distribution mechanisms for the state’s finances. 

BILL SUMMARY:	Section 1 – Adds a new section to Chapter 29 creating the Prison Mitigation Fund for the exclusive expenditure to cities and towns hosting facilities and administered by the Department of Correction. The fund will be credited money as authorized by the General Court or other sources and will not revert to the General Fund at the end of the fiscal year. Not less than $2.5 million will be deposited into the fund. Cities and towns are authorized to receive funds according to a formula whereby the amount in the fund is divided by the average daily DOC prisoner population and multiplied by the average daily prisoner population located within each city or town.
