CURRENT LAW:	Section 25 of Chapter 90 of the General Laws requires a person while operating a motor vehicle to abide by the signal of a police officer to stop. A violation is punished by up to a $100 fine. 

BILL SUMMARY:	Section 1 – Adds a new section to Chapter 90 prohibiting fleeing or attempting to elude a police officer willfully or with a wanton disregard for the safety or persons or property while operating a motor vehicle. Punished by 6 months to 2 years’ incarceration or a fine of $100 to $1,000, or both. Additionally, a conviction results in a 60-day license suspension.
