CURRENT LAW:

Section 7 of Chapter 94G of the Massachusetts General Laws states that individuals over 21 years of age may purchase or possess 1 ounce of marijuana or less without facing any civil or criminal sanctions, notwithstanding certain exceptions to the law. 

Section 34 of Chapter 94C states that any person who possesses over 1 ounce of marijuana may be imprisoned for up to six months, pay a fine up to $500, or both. 

  
SUMMARY:

This bill amends both Section 7 of Chapter 94G and Section 34 of Chapter 94C to permit the purchase and possession of up to 2 ounces of marijuana or its equivalent in the form of concentrate or other ingestible products.

The bill further requires the CCC to promulgate regulations in accordance with this bill.
