This bill proposes to amend Chapter 148 (FIRE PREVENTION) of the General Laws, as appearing in the 2022 Official Edition, by adding 

Section 61: Storage of electric mobility devices powered by lithium-ion batteries; outdoor storage requirements and safety regulations. Section 61 establishes storage and safety regulations for electric bicycles and micromobility devices powered by lithium-ion batteries. 

Only certified devices tested by a Nationally Recognized Testing Laboratory (NRTL) may be stored indoors; non-certified devices must be stored outside unless space restrictions require a certified battery containment enclosure. Devices must be kept at least 10 feet from doors, windows, and exits. V

Violations may result in fines up to $500. Additionally, the Department of Fire Services will lead a public awareness campaign on the risks of improper battery storage.
