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Bill Number: H2688

This bill seeks for Section 1 of be amended to Section 13A of Chapter 90 of the General Laws changes the rules regarding safety belt violations.  
 
Any person who operates a motor vehicle or rides as a passenger (16 years or older) without a safety belt will be fined $50. 
An additional $50 fine will be imposed on the vehicle operator for each passenger under 16 (and at least 12 years old) not wearing a safety belt. 
 
Law enforcement can enforce these rules but cannot search or inspect a vehicle solely because of a safety belt violation. 
 
Fines collected from these violations will go into the Head Injury Treatment Services Trust Fund. 
 
Safety belt violations will not lead to surcharges on motor vehicle insurance premiums. 
 
Section 2 specifies that the provisions of Section 1 will take effect 180 days after the act becomes law.
