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Bill Number: H2725 

This bill calls for the amendments to Chapter 90 of the General Laws include the following:  
 
Section 1: Number plates on vehicles cannot be covered or obscured by any opaque, transparent, translucent, or tinted material.  
 
Section 2: If a law enforcement officer observes a covered or obscured number plate, they may stop the vehicle and issue a citation for the violation.  
 
Section 3: Number plates covered or obscured by such materials are considered an improper and unsafe condition.  
 
Section 4: Motor vehicles that fail to comply with the prohibition on obscured number plates will be issued a certificate of rejection during inspections.  
 
Section 5: The provisions in Section 2 will take effect two years after the passage of the act.
