Bill Number: H2739

This bill proposes to amend Section 25 of chapter 90 of the Massachusetts General Laws, as appearing in the 2020 Official Edition, by Adding "crossing guard or traffic officer" after "any police officer," in line 3 would expand the authority to signal a vehicle to stop beyond police officers to include crossing guards and traffic officers.  
 
Currently, only uniformed or properly identified police officers have the statutory authority under this section to signal a motor vehicle to stop and expect compliance under penalty of law.  
 
By including crossing guards and traffic officers, the law would require drivers to obey stop signals from these individuals as well, and refusal or failure to stop could result in a $100 fine, just as if the directive came from a police officer. This change aims to enhance safety and compliance in school zones, construction sites, and other areas where such personnel direct traffic.
