	SUMMARY
This legislation states that the Dracut water supply district (as established in Section 1 of Chapter 433 of the acts of 1905) can supply and sell water for domestic and other purposes to the town of Pelham, New Hampshire or a water district servicing the town. Additionally, the Dracut water supply district can supply or sell water to the town of Hudson, New Hampshire or a water district servicing the town as well as to the Kenwood water district of the town of Dracut.
