CURRENT LAW: This bill would establish a recall process in the town of Dalton, there is not currently one in place. 

SUMMARY: This legislation establishes a recall process in the town of Dalton, allowing voters to remove elected officials from office. It outlines the steps for initiating a recall, including filing an affidavit with at least 50 voter signatures, collecting additional petition signatures equal to 50% of voters from the last town election, and holding a recall election if the petition is certified. Grounds for recall include lack of fitness, criminal conviction, neglect of duties, or ethical violations. The officials targeted for recall may run to succeed themselves, and a majority vote with sufficient turnout is required for the recall to take effect. Limits are placed on how often and when recall petitions can be filed, and removed officials are barred from holding town office for three years.
