	SUMMARY
This bill amends Section 39A of Section 129 of Massachusetts General Law by prohibiting licensed pet shops from selling or offering for sale dogs, cats, rabbits, or guinea pigs. However, pet shops may provide space for animal rescues or shelters to offer such animals for adoption, provided the shop has no ownership interest.  The law does not restrict municipalities from enacting their own regulations.  The provisions of this bill shall take effect 90 days after passage.
