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CURRENT LAW: Massachusetts law does not allow employees to make payroll deductions that go directly to political committees or 501(c)(4) social welfare organizations. Payroll deductions are generally limited to things like taxes, retirement, insurance, union dues, and charitable contributions authorized under specific laws (see Ch. 149 §§ 150, 150A, and Ch. 154 § 8).

SUMMARY: This bill seeks to increase the opportunity for people to financially contribute to campaigns by asking employers to take up to $200 out of the employee's paycheck and donate it to a not-for-profit organization the employee selects. For example, this bill looks to add language "payroll deductions to promote political participation through voluntary contributions to not-for-profit social welfare organizations and candidate or other political committees" to the bill which would help many low-income
