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Title: An Act relative to candidates for public office reporting public assistance
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Prior History: N/A
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CURRENT LAW: Currently, under Massachusetts law (Chapter 268B, Section 5), candidates for public office must file a Statement of Financial Interests (SFI) that discloses assets, income, liabilities, and certain financial relationships, but they are not required to report financial public assistance they may have received.

SUMMARY: This act requires candidates for public office to disclose any financial public assistance they have received, except for MASSHealth and Medicaid, in their statement of financial interest.
