	SUMMARY
This bill amends Massachusetts General Law Section 13, Chapter 21A by replacing the first paragraph. The new language allows a board of health to adopt regulations for local on-site sewage disposal systems if such standards or other requirements are more stringent than or exceed those of the Title 5 Code, and if DEP reviews and approves the regulation. An appeal of the decision made under a local wetlands ordinance or by-law will be made to DEP in accordance with the Wetlands Protection Act and related regulations.  
Section 31 of Chapter 111 is further amended to state that a board of health can adopt local on-site sewage disposal systems regulations that contain standards or requirements that are more stringent than or exceed those of the Title 5 Code, and if DEP reviews and approves the regulations.
