	SUMMARY
This legislation establishes a special commission that is tasked with reviewing options for the long-term management and maintenance of Moon Island, and the projected future use of Long Island. This special commission is to be composed of members of the Legislature, the mayors of Boston and Quincy, city councilors from Boston and Quincy, the EEA Secretary, a National Parks Service representative, conservation and environmental stakeholders, and the Executive Director of the Squantum Neighborhood Association.  
Within 180 days of enactment, the special commission will provide the Legislature with the results of its study, as well as recommendations for environmental oversight and preservation. This must be filed with the House Clerk no later than December 1, 2027.
