	SUMMARY 
Chapter 21A of Massachusetts General Law is amended to establish a grant and loan program under the Executive Office of Energy and Environmental Affairs to help small businesses and municipalities replace gas-powered landscape maintenance equipment with low-noise, low-emissions alternatives. Eligibility requires surrendering old equipment for electric replacements. Funds can be used for equipment purchases, staff training, operational costs, and other related expenses. Loans will carry 0% interest. A dedicated trust fund is created to manage these funds, which will not revert to the General Fund annually. The secretary must report fund activity to legislative committees each year by August 1.
