	SUMMARY 
This bill establishes a Climate Change Economic Consequences Commission to collect data, assess likely outcomes associated with climate change, and to report on associated costs, including but not limited to insurance costs, related to disasters and other environmental changes.   
The commission's membership will include twenty one members:   
· 5 appointed by the Governor  
· 5 appointed by the Senate President  
· 5 appointed by the Speaker of the House  
· the remaining 6 appointed by the above 15 members through an application process of members of the Commonwealth   

The resolve requires the Commission to meet at least 4 times per year and to file reports at least annually; completing business within 5 years of its establishment.
