	SUMMARY
This bill amends Chapter 132B (Massachusetts Pesticide Control Act) of MGL by adding a new section, Section 6L. This section states that glyphosate and products containing glyphosate cannot be used or sold in Massachusetts. The Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) is authorized to develop regulations pertaining to this section. 
This bill will go into effect 12 months after its passage.
