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	SUMMARY 
This bill amends Section 26A of chapter 21 of Massachusetts General Law to prohibit individuals from engaging in fracking, as well as from collecting, storing, treating, or disposing of fracking-related waste, including fluids and byproducts. 
The bill would expand existing environmental protections by explicitly including hydraulic fracturing fluid under regulated effluents and strengthens the state’s authority to enforce restrictions on drilling, waste disposal, and mining to protect water quality and natural resources. Definitions of key terms such as "fluid," "oil," "gas," and "hydraulic fracturing" are provided to clarify the scope of the ban and grounds for enforcement.
