	SUMMARY 
This legislation establishes an independent Office of the State Climatologist within the University of Massachusetts system, overseen by a state climatologist appointed by the Secretary of EEA. The office will collect and analyze climate data, conduct and support climate research, coordinate with key federal climate agencies, and provide public education on climate issues. It will also advise state and local governments on climate-related matters affecting economic and scientific planning. The state climatologist will serve a renewable five-year term, and the office will be funded by the executive office.
