	SUMMARY
Chapter 371 Section 8 of the Acts of 1964 regarding the Central Plymouth County Water Resources is amended to prohibit diversions of Furnace Pond and Monponsett Pond into Silver Lake if it is the opinion of the Department of Agricultural Resources or the Water Resources Commission that it would endanger the environmental health of the associated ponds and rivers. Currently, the law states that diversion will not occur if it is the opinion of the Department of Public Health that such diversion would be a danger to public health. 
The bill also requires that Silver Lake, Monponsett Pond and Furnace Pond shall be managed at all times, unless prevented by drought, to ensure continuous flow to all out-flowing rivers.
