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SUMMARY

This bill amends Chapter 21I of the Toxics Use Reduction Act to require those who use large quantities of toxic substances to create and achieve a toxics use reduction plan at each facility operated by the licensed entity and establishes a timeline for the implementation of that plan.  

The bill sets requirements for certification and recertification for the plans and education requirements.  

It also establishes fee payment exemptions for those that use toxic substances mandated by the federal government and requires the exempted to provide an affidavit to prove their exemption is valid.
